SEED OF FAITH


Greetings, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ! We hope all is well with everyone. We have been so blessed with what God is doing here in Cove Arkansas. We are still meeting at the little Community building, but have already outgrown it. There is literally no more room for anyone else to fit in the building. However, on August 15, 2005 Ground breaking took place for the Noble Learning Center. The Lord led us to Jimmy Richardson to do the dirt work. He was so helpful at everything we asked of him, and in a couple of days we had the pad for the Noble Learning Center pushed, along with a parking lot and picnic space near the existing pond and for good measure even pushed a new pond. It is the best looking dirt I have ever put my eyes on. 
On Tuesday August 30th, 2005 starting at 7:00 p.m. we held a Ground Dedication Service. The Lord instructed me to set up the grounds in the fashion of the Tabernacle. So, we set four corner posts where the building is to be. I took four stones about 30” in height and set them out in front of the building to mark the location of the four horns of the brazen altar. We placed a 2x8 board three foot long at the front door location. We placed our copper bird bath in the place of the basin and filled it full of water. Then we took a small table covered with a gold linen cloth and put Bread & Wine on it for the Table of Showbread. We had purchased at an auction the beginnings of the 7 branched lamp stand and had an oil lamp full of olive oil burning at the top with 12 small glass vases full of olive oil on the tray mid height on the lamp stand to use to anoint the grounds with. We took another table covered in the gold linen for the altar of Incense and placed on it crushed incense and a gold plate for the coals to burn on. And last but not least we cut out a table top 3’-9” wide x 2’-3” deep and set it 2’-3” high and covered it with the gold linen cloth. We already had started work on the two Cheri bums, so we placed them on the lid. We went to the front and lit the fire at the brazen altar and were ready for service, and what a Service it was.
We began with the blowing of the Shofar (the trumpet) to call the assembly together. Sister Debbie Hamm and the Children lead us in Praise and Worship with “Wrapped up, Tied up, Tangled all up in Jesus. Here we where out in Dirt, the children beating on Bongo’s, Tambourines, and all kinds of noise makers. Everyone almost laughing as we watched the kids singing with all of their hearts. You could feel the Lord leaning in with a smile on His face. As the song concluded we all made as much noise as we could with everything we had. 
Not even three words were spoken and the presence of the Holy Spirit poured out on the people. The Anointing was so thick. Throughout the entire evening, it would rise and recede in waves. It reminded me of how the waves break on the shore at the ocean. The Lord had me to teach at different places of the building.

Beginning at the Door and standing on the 2x8 board. I spoke of what Jesus said in John 10:9 “I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture.” He also said (John 14:6) “I am the way, the truth, and the life, no man comes unto the Father, but by me.”

We then moved to the Brazen Altar. In John 1:29 John the Baptist saw Jesus coming unto him, and said, Behold, the Lamb of God, which takes away the sin of the world. Hebrews 10:12 Jesus offered one sacrifice for sin forever. Ephesians 5:2 He has given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweet-smelling savor. The book of Romans 12:1 pleads with us by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. We have to lay our lives down at the Altar. At this, here came another wave.

At the Brass Basin is where the priesthood would wash with water. Symbolic of water baptism, the first act of obedience for blessing. Matthew 3:15-17 And Jesus answering said unto him, Suffer it to be so now: for thus it becomes us to fulfill all righteousness. Then he suffered him. And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him: And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. Romans 6:4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. Ephesians 5:24 that Jesus might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the Word. Hebrews 10:22 tells us to draw near with a true heart if full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.  Here came another wave….
The next stop is the Golden Lamp stand. Jesus declared in John 8:12, John 9:5 & John 1:4-9 “I am the Light of the world.” Psalms 119:105 He is a lamp unto our feet, and a light unto our path. He also said in Matthew 5:14 “Ye are the Light of the world.” 1 John 1:7 says that we should walk in the Light, as Jesus is in the Light. At each scripture you could fell the moving of the Holy Spirit among the people.

We then went to the Table of Showbread. On it we had Bread and Wine. I taught that it was only the priesthood that was allowed to eat the bread from this table. However the book of Revelation 5:10 He has made us unto our God kings and priests. So we now have the right to eat from that table. Jesus said in John 6:35 I Am the Bread of Life, he that comes to me shall never hunger, and he that believeth on me shall never thirst. We then took Communion together, and were hit with a title wave this time.
Next was the Altar of Incense. This altar represents Jesus as our Intercessor. (Hebrews 7:25, Romans 8:34, John 17:1-26, Hebrews 9:24). 1 John 2:1 says that we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous. It is this Altar that stands between you and the Mercy Seat of the Ark of the Covenant We took a golden bowl and went to the Brazen Altar and gathered coals from the fire and set them on the Altar of Incense. We took crushed incense and place them in the bowl of coals and the air was filled with the smoke. The smoke represents prayer. And as the smoke filled the air with a sweet smell I thought of how our prayers are sweet and pleasing to the Father.
Last, but not least, we stood in the presence of the Mercy Seat and the Ark of the Covenant. No veil of separation exists between us and the Throne anymore. Matthew 27:51 “And, behold, the Veil of the temple was torn in two from the top to the bottom.” Jesus has opened unto us the Holy of Holies. Ephesians 2:14 “For He is our peace, who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle wall of partition between us.” He is our High Priest.  Hebrews 9:11-12 But Christ being come an high priest of good things to come, by a greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this building; Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us.  Hebrews 4:16 declares. “Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need. Wow! What a revelation. What a word. We were riding the wave.

We then went back to the Lamp stand and took oil from it, and we blessed it and distributed small bottles of olive oil to everyone. We spent the next 20-30 minutes everybody anointing the ground and asking the Lords blessings. It was awesome to watch the young children participating in this dedication. 
We had several people who requested to be prayed for, and we spent the next 30 minutes praying for just about everyone present. What a time we had. 
We would like to take this opportunity to thank all of you who have gave, both through Prayer & Finances to see the beginnings of this work accomplished for the Kingdom of God. It is the first phase of many to see this Vision come to pass. God bless you all, in the name of Jesus.
