arly in Feb. 1996 in Tulare California, at a fellowship bible study meeting in the home of Ron & Pam Overacker, Vicky and I received a word of prophecy that we would be moving to out of state to Arkansas, and that we would have another Son. 

To think of leaving the church (Followers of Christ) which we had help to start and Co pastured for five years, friends that were like family and a business that God, after 7 years of struggling, begin to prosper. To leave all that behind seemed out of the question, not to mention we already had 3 Sons, and definitely had no plans to have another, I thought to myself, “This guy has missed the mark on this one”. Then, almost immediately, God begin shaking, and things begin breaking.  

Well, on October 26, 1996 we moved into a little home on 12 acres in Cove Arkansas, and as we drove onto the property the Lord told us this would be a place of “Refuge”, and so it was named and Refuge Ministries was Conceived. (Psalm 91:2) Then on April 13, 1998 at 10:43 P.M. Ethan Ollen Squires was born in Mena Arkansas. 

It took three years of isolation for God to tear down a lifetime of religious customs and teachings, and the worse thing, a hurt and harden heart. He takes the old vessel, breaks it down, and then he began to make it another. 

For the next three years the Lord began to teach us new habits of early Morning Prayer, study and praise and worship. This was all happening right at home, down at the Garden and in the pastures. We had learned to seek the Holy Spirit to teach us. We became addicted to this time with the Lord.

During this time we begin traveling, being taught and teaching what God was teaching us. God sent us to many different bodies of believers and one local body in particular (Cove Revival Center) it seemed to be like a hub on a spoked wheel from which we would be sent out, and then return again. 

In the seventh year after moving to Arkansas, He sent us back to Tulare California to hold some meetings, and to see some old friends. It was for us was a time of great joy, healing and seemed like being made whole again. God had brought us full circle.

The next two years was more of the same, being taught, traveling and teaching. On September 5th, 2003 the Lord spoke to me to sanctify our property and ourselves. So on a Saturday morning, I set Vicky and the boys down at the breakfast table and explained to them what God had told me. We both explained to the boys what Sanctified meant. I know this is going to sound a little silly, but God told me to march around our place 7 times. So Vicky carried a BIG bottle of olive oil and I carried my Bible and the boys jumped around playing for the first two laps, then complained the rest of the time. Three hours later it was done.

 On September 19th, 2004 we received another prophetic word in Tulsa Oklahoma. Then one week later September 26th, 2004 at Baker Rock Church in Wickes Arkansas, we got another. These were both the same word, in that God was going to use us to tear down the altars of religion, and raise up his word, to build up his temple (His People). 

Then on January 21st, 2005 we got another prophetic word from a brother that we had never met before in Mena Arkansas. It lasted 15 minutes, and this one got caught on cassette tape. This word came with correction and exhortation and some assignments. We were told to “raise up and Army of Visionaries. That Dream’s and Visions is a part of the end time revival and the vision is bigger than you are. And we were a part of the end time revival that we have all been praying for”. And the last words were “Young man you’ve got a vision, and you’ve got a dream and let no man steal that vision, and let no power cause you to loose that dream, because it will give you a break thru, a phenomenal break thru like you’ve never had.”

Well, I listen to the tape the next day and only about 1/3 of it seemed to make any sense. He would speak a word then tell a quick story, and I thought what does these stories have to do with anything, I had never heard a prophecy given in this manner. So I set the tape aside.

On March 28th, 2005 at 9:15 in the evening I was laying in bed almost asleep when I got a phone call from a brother in Indiana. He began to tell me about Abraham, and then told me that “God knew we had sanctified the place unto him”, and that He was going to “require it all”. Well needless to say, I didn’t sleep much that night. I woke up at 3:00 a.m. got dressed, and went outside and begin to pray and inquire what he meant by this?  What he began to show me, has absolutely changed the course of my life forever. 

I’m going to require it all!

As I was praying the Lord showed me what appeared to be dorm rooms on a little spot of our property. So it was moon lit and, I began walking that space of land, and as I was walking the dorm rooms transformed into a small little church. “I’m going to require it all” keep ringing in my ear. We are about two or three years from having this place all paid for. So I thought to myself, Lord are you wanting us to put up this place to build a little church here. I’m an architectural draftsman by trade, so I went into my office and started drawing up a little church floor plan that I figured we could afford to build. It seated 120 people with a couple of classrooms & restrooms. 

Then the Lord impressed upon me to draw up a plan that some friends and I could afford to build. I spent the rest of that day drawing a floor plan and this time it seated about 500 and had a few more classrooms with restrooms of course. So I went to bed that night, and woke up about 5:00 a.m. the next morning, really excited about what was happening. 

When I walk thru the door of my office, I had under my old drafting table a felt board of the tabernacle that I had been using down at the community building to teach with.
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 And as I looked at the tabernacle portion of it, I could have sworn I seen the tent just a shaking, and the line from the song, “a whole lot of shakin goin on” came to my mind. (??I know??)  Then the Lord spoke to me. 

Now yesterday we spent the morning designing what you could afford to build. Then we spent the rest of the day designing what you and your friends could afford to build. Now, let me show you what I’m going to build. And these words came to me as bold as any I have ever heard. Exodus 25:9 According to all that I show thee, after the pattern of the tabernacle, and the pattern of all the instruments thereof, even so shall ye make it.
I began to make sketches of what the Lord begin to show me to put a simple roof over this and to double the size of the 75’x150’ outer court of the Tabernacle. And as I was sketching the platform, I put some singers and a keyboard, guitars and when I drew in the drummer, I thought of a brother who lives in Tulare California His name is Dave Ardemagni, everyone calls him Big Dave. We had played in a praise & worship team together for five years. I thought to myself, “Dave would make an awesome Deacon. And so by the drummer I wrote “Dave, the Deacon of drums”. 
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Guess who called me that very evening? That’s right Dave. And he told me that Sandy (his wife) and her mother were wanting to move and that he was coming out that weekend to look for some property around this area. I said, “Dave you’re not going to believe this, but I was just thinking about you”. God had immediately begin to make provision. Our God is an awesome God!

Dave & Sandy have purchased 25 acres about 45 minutes from us, and is currently in the process of moving themselves and there in-laws just outside of Heavener Oklahoma.  

For two weeks the Lord poured into me the design of the structure, orders of service, even begin to show me certain people that would be used to do certain portions of the work.

Now when I had layed out the floor plan of the Tabernacle, its outside dimensions was 150’x300’ in size. I looked over at the size of the place that I had been walking a few days earlier and said Lord this building won’t fit in that space. He said, I never said it was going there, you know the spot on the back of the property where you were going to build you a house, that’s where it will be built. 

It was at that moment, I understood what he meant when he said “I’m going to require it all”. Although we had dedicated this place to the lord, Vicky and I had reserved the most beautiful spot on the property to build us a house with a view overlooking three ponds and the Ouachita Mountains. 

Well we went to the site to look at where it was going to be set on the back 7 acres. It was then that I was shown that it would face east and run along a ridge line, only one little thing. It went way over our property line onto a 33 acre piece that is owned by my dad & step mother, Don & Karen Squires. (7 + 33 = 40 acre) Well, this ought to be interesting I thought. 

A few days went by and dad had came over and so I took the opportunity to show him all of what the Lord had shown me. At the end of it I asked him what he thought about it, He told me that he had been watching some high stake rollers on T.V. and he seen a man put One Million dollars on the table and lost it all in one bet. And he didn’t see why God couldn’t push that in this direction. What he told me, encouraged me then, and has been an anchor to me every since. A few days later I showed my step mother, and with her hand over her heart she told me, “Steve, you have told me a lot of stuff that I don’t know if I agree with, but this, I can feel. Again I was stirred down deep.

 I had been inquiring on buying that piece of property from them for some time, and they both agreed to sell it for what they had purchased for. 

On April 27th, 2005 I had been sharing this story with sister Linda Lane over the phone and had told her that when I looked at the size of the project I said to the Lord, this place belongs in Dallas, or Little Rock or Tulsa, It seemed too Big for Cove Arkansas, population 383. And the Lord told me he was going to do a big thing in a little place. That people was going to drive from all over to come and see what was on the inside, and in the process, They would be saved.  Hallelujah!

About 40 minutes after we had hung up the phone, she called me back and told me that the Lord had impressed upon her to go look the word Cove up in the dictionary.

Def. of Cove: A recess in the shore line where vessels may be sheltered from the winds and waves; (what a confirming word)

There is so much more to the story than what is written here, but hopefully there is enough to envision what the Lord is doing here. I have included a Site plan, floor plan and elevations of the Tabernacle. 

We would ask that you would keep us in prayer in this year of 2005 in preparation of a 7 day 2006 Passover Camp Meeting in April 13th-19th here in Cove Arkansas. Between now and then a lot of work needs doing. First of all, we are just now starting to raise $4,000 needed to push the pad. It’s on this pad that the Tabernacle will be eventually built. 

What is happening this first year is a tent will be set up. (How appropriate) So we needed a tent, and with two phone calls, the Lord lead us to Mike & Mary Curray from Franklin Texas who has a 50’x90’ tent that seats 500 people, and when I asked how much it would cost to set up his tent, upon hearing what was happening he said, “let me have a little time on the floor and take up a donation, and well call it even”. 

We are also going to need to run power, and drill a water well to service the Tabernacle and if we are having people camp out for 7 days it would get a little messy without bathrooms and showers. So, we will also be building some bathroom facilities. And finally, we want to have some of the Furniture of the Tabernacle made. 

The response has been overwhelming to participate. We now have in place an account for Refuge Ministries in which all donations are tax deductible, and receipts will be sent out at the end of the year. So let the call go out!
