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The Enuma Elish

In the beginning there was only Tiamat and Apsu, and their counselor Mummu. There was no heaven or existence or anything, only the three. This went on for ages until Apsu and Tiamat bore gods, who lived on Tiamat. The gods were unruly and bickered. Apsu wanted to destroy them, but Tiamat did not want to destroy her children. The arguing got worse and Mummu advised Apsu to have Tiamat destroy the gods. One of them, Ea, realized this. He then killed Apsu and imprisoned Mummu. After this, Ea’s next action was to begat Marduk, his son. Marduk had 4 ears and 4 eyes and towered over the tallest god. His limbs were immaculate and he was perfect.

Anu, the empty heaven, created 4 winds, which formed a tornado, to worry Tiamat. Tiamat and her allies were in constant stress and could not sleep, and they finally convinced her to destroy the other gods. She created 11 monsters and gathered her allies into an army to rout Ea and his allies. Her monsters are powerful, but not nearly as powerful as Marduk, who defeats Tiamat one on one, and then subdues the monsters.

After this, the great creation myth occurs. From Tiamat’s corpse, Marduk creates every facet of the world from her different body parts, her tears rivers and her breasts mountains. He also declares the cycles of the moon and the partitions of the years as based on starry gods. After the world itself was created, Marduk endeavored to create peace among the Gods.

A meeting was held to determine which gods were pure at heart, and which were rebellious traitors. Marduk wanted to siphon out the god who helped Tiamat create the monsters, and it was quickly divulged that Kingu was her helper. Kingu was bound, and his arteries were ripped open and from his blood aboriginal man was created. The remainder of the story is simply an explanation of how a temple for the Gods was erected, and a hymn of the lineage of Marduk.
