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I, a Sierra Foothills Horseman’s Association member, in good standing, have read the Sierra Foothills Horseman’s Association By-Laws that pertain to the year end awards program.

I understand that in order to compete for year end awards, I must have completed and signed this application, and have given this application to either the current association president or to the current association points chairperson.  I also understand that this must be completed prior to exhibiting in order for points to count for year end awards.

I understand that I must attend a minimum of five monthly general membership meetings from January through December of the current year for which the show season applies.  The attendance of the five meetings does not need to be consecutive.  Meeting attendance to be verified by signing of the attendance roster.  I understand that it is my own responsibility to insure that I sign such list upon my arrival to the meeting. 

I understand that I must earn at least 50 points by working at a fundraising function(s) such as:  all breed stallion parade, horse show, poker ride, etc., OR I must get paid sponsors equal to $100.00 or a donation of merchandise of similar monetary value for a fundraising activity (example:  sponsors or donations for the horse show, donations for the poker ride, etc.).

I understand that I must have the “Year End Awards Program Results Form” completed and signed by an event official (horse show secretary, etc.).  The completed form must be submitted to the association points chairperson within 30 days (postmarked) following the event with a copy of the class list for the event attached.

I understand to be eligible for any year end award, the same horse/same rider combination must earn points in at least three separate shows for the specific division you are qualifying for.  (There is a sheet of “examples” available to help clarify this requirement.)

I understand that each different horse/rider combination will accumulate points separately.  I also understand that each member will be limited to no more than two year end awards per each specific category.  (There is a sheet of “examples” available to help clarify this requirement.)

YEAR END AWARDS   ---   EXAMPLES

I understand to be eligible for any year end award, the same horse/same rider combination must earn points in at least three separate shows for the specific division you are qualifying for.  


Example:
Exhibited at “Show 1” and earned three points in one halter class.



Exhibited at “Show 2” and earned one point in one halter class.



Exhibited at “Show 3” and earned fifteen points in three halter classes.


  Result:
This person qualified and is eligible for a year end award in the Halter Division.


Example:
Exhibited at “Show 1” and earned four points in one Showmanship class, six points in two Western Pleasure classes, two points in one Western Equitation class, four points in two Reining classes, one point in one Trail class, and two points in one Costume class.



Exhibited at “Show 2” and earned five points in Bareback Equitation, eight points in three 




Western Pleasure classes, and three points in one Working Cow Horse class.



Exhibited at “Show 3” and earned two points in one Trail class.


  Result:
This person qualified and is eligible for a year end award in the Western Division.  


  NOTE:  
At the three separate shows, the individual did not earn points in three “matching” classes, 



but the individual did earn points in western specified classes at three separate shows.


I understand that each different horse/rider combination will accumulate points separately.  I also understand that each member will be limited to no more than two year end awards per each specific category. 


Example #1:  Member A has three horses.  Member A and Horse 1 qualify for Western 




Exhibitor Women 18 years and older.  Member A and Horse 2 also qualify 




for Western Exhibitor Women 18 years and older.  Member A and Horse 3 




also qualify for Western Exhibitor Women 18 years and older.  NOTE:  




Member A showed each of the three horses separately and earned points in 




the Western Division at three separate horse shows, thus qualifying and 




becoming eligible for year end awards.  In this case, Member A and the two 




horses with the highest number of points would qualify for two separate 




year end awards.  The third horse (with the lowest number of points) would 




become ineligible for a year end award.  Member A and the two horses 




(with the highest number of points) that are eligible for year end awards 




would be eligible for 1st through 5th place against other members who have 




qualified and become eligible for year end awards in the same specific 




category.  


Example #2:

Member A, however, has also qualified and become eligible for year end 




awards with Horse 1 and Horse 3 in the Halter Exhibitor Women 18 years 




and older category.  Member A and both horses that are eligible for year 




end awards would be eligible for 1st through 5th place against other 




members who have qualified and become eligible for year end awards in 




the same specific category.
