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Religious Conflicts during 1530’s

·  Henry VIII broke with Catholic Church

· English Protestant Reformation by1558 after Elizabeth takes Throne

· Ireland/England clash 1570’s-80’s

· Buccaneers promoted Protestantism while Plundering Spanish Treasure Ships & raiding settlements


By 1600’s Joint Stock Companies Pool Capital to invest in N. America
· 1606 the Virginia Company received a charter from James I

· John Smith took command of Jamestown in 1608

· Pocahontas saved Smith from Powhatan

Lord De La Warr takes command 1610

· Starts War with Powhatan of the Algonquian that ends in 1614 when his daughter Pocahontas married John Rolfe

· By 1685 English consider Powhatan’s people extinct; victims of the 3D’d:  
Disease, Disorganization, Disposability.


Virginia and Tobacco& Representative Government 

· John Rolfe became the father of the Tobacco Industry and Economic Savior of the Virginia Colony by 1612

· Tobacco promoted the Plantation System & a Demand for Labor

· 1619 House of Burgess established

Lord Baltimore founded Maryland in 1634
· For Financial Profits & to create a new refuge for Catholics

· Prospered with Tobacco but was threatened by back-country Protestant planters that Forced him to accept the Act of Toleration 1649 guaranteeing toleration to all Christians but decreed death to non-believers, atheists, & Jews

West Indies  and Sugar Cane

· England claims Jamaica 1655

· Africans imported to work Plantations

· Blacks outnumbered Whites by 1700 so English authorities devise Slave Codes 

· Barbados Slave Codes 1661denied fundamental rights to Slaves giving complete control to Masters

Colonizing the Carolinas
· Carolina adopted a version of the Barbados Slave Codes by 1696

· Charles II created Carolina in 1670

· Granted 8 Lord Proprietors land to grow food to provision the sugar plantations in Barbados & export non-English products like wine, silk, & olive oil

Colonizing the Carolinas
· Many Carolina settlers came from Barbados bringing the slave system

· Indians soon became slave exports to Indies

· Rice emerged as the principle export of S. Carolina along with a demand for experienced Rice growing West Africans
Settlement of Georgia established
· As a Buffer between South Carolina plantations and Spanish Florida

· A Place to send English Debtors

· And Placed under control of TRUSTEES until 1752 when Trustee Charter ran out & Georgia became a Royal Colony
