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France during the 1500’s
· Involved in foreign wars & domestic strife. Clashes between Roman Catholics & Protestant Huguenots makes France a latecomer in the scramble for New World real estate.

Edict of Nantes 1598
· Granted limited toleration to French Protestants ending Religious Wars

· Louis XIV (1643-1715) took a deep interest in Overseas Colonies

· 1608 France established Quebec on the St. Lawrence River led by Samuel de Champlain

New France (Canada)
· Direct Rule by French King 

· No representative assemblies nor trail by jury

· Only resource was the Beaver

· Trappers recruited Indians moving the fur business to Montreal in 1693 

Clash of Empires

· Between 1688 & 1763 Four World Wars were fought on 2 hemispheres between England & France with Spain

· King Williams War 1689-1697

· Queen Ann’s War 1701-1713 ends with Peace at Utrecht 1713 as France was beaten

Results of Peace of Utrecht 1713

· England received Newfoundland, Acadia, & France recognized English sovereignty over the fur-rich Hudson Bay territory.

· France retained Cape Breton Island controlling entrance to the St. Lawrence 

· In Europe Spain lost provinces in Italy, Netherlands to the Austrian Hapsburgs .

· Spain also surrendered Gibraltar & Minorca 

1713-39 Parliament placed more active economic controls on colonies
· Molasses Act in 1733 attempted to stop trade between New England & French W.I. putting a 6 pence duty on molasses. Colonists turned to smuggling
· Added articles to Mercantile Policy: furs, copper, hemp, tar, turpentine

· Curtailed Colonial Production of Cloth, Iron Products, & Beaver hats

· War of Jenkins Ear 1739 between England & Spain broke out in Caribbean & Georgia but soon escalated into the European War of Austrian Succession & called King George's War in America (1744-48)

· The real cause for the war was England’s determination to continue its drive towards control of the Atlantic Basin

Global War 1756-63
· French claims in Ohio Valley conflicts with Virginians claims.

· Washington & Virginia militia fire on French troops near Ft. Duquesne ushering in the French & Indian War

· The 7 Year War was fought in America, Europe, West Indies, Africa, & Philippines

Twin Goals of the Albany Conference 1754
· Delegates from 7 of the 13 colonies met to negotiate with the powerful Iroquois into British loyalty AND organize a Plan of  Union to achieve greater colonial unity against France

· William Pitt, leader of Gov’t gave military command to James Wolfe, Jeffrey Amherst, William Howe

British Victories
· Capture Quebec 1759

· Capture Montreal 1760

· Ottawa Chief Pontiac led uprising against British and was defeated

· Proclamation line of 1763 temporarily forbade settlement west of the Appalachians, safeguarding Indian territory from land hungry settlers

Treaty Of Paris 1763

· Kicked the French out of North America, including French Canada, French territory east of the Mississippi River, & Spanish Florida.

· Spain received all of Louisiana west of the Mississippi River that it ruled for 40 years, along with the restoration of Cuba & the Philippines.

1763 England’s National Debt Doubles
· War convinced colonists of their growing strength & Destiny

· War economy brought prosperity but peace brought Depression

· New Englanders, Fur traders, Land Speculators happy that French & Spanish eliminated. 

· Now, do colonies really need Britain?

Land Conflicts

· Paxton Boys 1763- Scots Irish farmers wanted to push Indians off frontier killing 20 members of the Conestoga Tribe. Governor John Penn wanted to protect Tribe & bring murderers to justice. 250 armed farmers marched on Philadelphia. Ben Franklin met mob at Lancaster & reached a compromise.

· Episode left a legacy of racial & ethnic hatred

North & South Carolina Regulators
· Farmers moved west in search of land, finding themselves in the middle of new political & economic conflicts over Indian policy, political representation, & bankruptcy. Violence erupted on the frontiers of Pennsylvania, North and South Carolina
