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AP American History

Revolution of 1800
· Alien & Sedition Acts charged Federalists with the Unconstitutional Exercise of Federal Power- The Suppression of Political Dissent, & the intention of using the federal army against US citizens
The Election of 1800

· Federalists John Adams & Charles Pinckney vs. 
Anti-Federalists Thomas Jefferson & Aaron Burr
· Election Crisis because Jefferson & Burr had the same number of votes for President forcing a vote in the House that Jefferson finally won.

· Crisis Led to the12th Amendment
Revolution of 1800

· The peaceful & orderly transfer of power from one political party to another political party on the basis of the Election and Constitutional law. 

    Jefferson Pardoned those Serving Sentences due to Alien & Sedition Acts

· New Naturalization Act 1802- Reduced residency from 14 to 5 years

· Ended the Hamiltonian Excise Tax

· Sec. of Treasury Gallatin instituted a Stricter economy- Balanced Budget


“Midnight Judges”
· Federalists lost control of Congress but prior to leaving office quickly passed the Judiciary Act of 1801 creating16 new Federal Judges --Packing the lifetime judicial posts with anti-Jefferson Federalists 

· John Marshall appointed as Chief Justice to the Supreme Court

“Midnight Judges”

· Jefferson ordered Madison to withhold from William Marbury the signed sealed commission of his appointment by John Adams as Justice  of the District of Columbia

· Marbury sued for a Writ of Mandamus

· Jefferson argued the Court did not have authority to issue a writ even if Marbury was due his commission

· Marshall ruled Sec 13 of the Judiciary Act of 1789 Unconstitutional & Invalid

· Doing so, Jefferson, not having to deliver the commission, did not challenge the courts authority to declare acts unconstitutional

Marbury v. Madison 1803
· “The Case of the Midnight Judges” 

· Chief Justice Marshall used this case to give the final authority of Constitutionality of the acts of other branches of the government to the Courts with the power of Judicial Review.

McCulloch v. Maryland 1819
· Using Judicial Review, John Marshall struck down a Maryland law taxing the Baltimore branch of the 2nd National Bank of the U.S. affirming the constitutionality of the bank’s congressional charter while also affirming the Supremacy Clause of the Constitution.

Thomas Jefferson

· Reduced size of Government

· Reduced military to 2,500 men

· Reduced gov’t jobs & cut Nat'l debt from $83 to 57 million from 1801-1811 

· Went to war with Tripoli for not paying protection to Pirates 1801

· 1805 peace treaty was signed by paying $60,000 for U.S. captives 



Louisiana Purchase1803

· After Spain ceded Louisiana to Napoleon in 1800, James Monroe was sent to Paris to purchase New Orleans & W. Florida (to include Mobile)

· Talleyrand offered ALL of Louisiana for $15 Mill because of a slave rebellion led by Toussaint L’Ouverture in Haiti & threat of war with British in Europe & 
The French need for $Cash

Louisiana Purchase Doubles Size of U.S. (13 Future States)
· Lewis and Clark Expedition 1804-6 (aided by Sacajewa) explored the NW Territory of the Louisiana Purchase

· Zebulon Pike 1805-7 explored Headwaters of the Mississippi River & Southern Louisiana territory

Northern Confederacy Scheme1803-4

· Anti-French federalists led by Tim Pickering & Aaron Burr considered establishing a Northern Confederacy of 5 New England states including NY & NJ 

· Burr Lost Bid for Governor of NY. 

· Hamilton opposed Burr. Calling him “dangerous man” which led to a duel in July 1804 & the Death of Hamilton 

European Wars Resume 1803

· Britain & France began to seize American shipping affecting US Neutrality

· Britain’s naval Superiority & refusal to negotiate for impressments of  US seamen; occupation of Great Lakes fur trading posts; & reopening of the West Indian trade, Increased Tension

Congress Responds 1806 by passing
· Non-Importation Act of British goods that could be produced locally or acquired elsewhere

· Britain responds by declaring a blockade of the European Coast

· Napoleon issues Berlin Decree forbidding all commerce & communication with British Isles

  British fire on the Chesapeake 1807
· Attack kills 3 US seamen

· Jefferson recognizing the US was not prepared to confront Britain, withdraws US ships in the Atlantic.

· Congress passed the Embargo Act forbidding all US vessels from sailing for foreign ports. The Act Backfires on Jefferson. 
End Results- Britain Profits while US exports fall by 80%

Communities Violate Embargo Act
· US goods smuggled into Canada as police efforts prove futile.

· The Federalist NE threatened to escalate into open rebellion.

· Election of 1808 Anti-Federalists Madison wins but Federalists gain seats in Congress

· 1809 Embargo Repealed

British & French Attacks Continue
· Congress tried more & more limited trade restrictions that all failed, 

· War Fever continued to mount from the new Congress of 1810

· War Hawks- Henry Clay & Richard Johnson of Kentucky, John Calhoun & Langdon Cheeves of S.C., Felix Grundy of Tenn., & Peter Porter of West N.Y.

June 1, 1812 Madison asked Congress for a Declaration of War
· Opposition came from New England & mid-Atlantic states, the region most affected by British policies
· The South & West voted Solidly for War 

· SECTIONAL ALIGNMENTS WERE SHARPLY DRAWN

The Shawnee, Tecumseh & his pan-Indian Alliance
· Began confederacy of all tribes east of the Mississippi against Whites

· With British support, Tecumseh felt Indians should not recognize the white concept of land ownership 

· Gen W.H. Harrison burned Tippercanoe in 1811 & Tecumseh killed 1813 at Battle of Thames

Battle of Horseshoe Bend 1814

· General Andrew Jackson defeated Creek Indians in Alabama 

· Harrison & Jackson ended Indian resistance & opened settlement into the Ohio Country & the SW Frontier
