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AP American History
War of 1812

· Britain fended off several American attempts into Canada
· Britain launched several attacks across the Canadian border & along the Gulf Coast; launching punishing attacks on the East Coast

· August 14 Britain occupied Washington torching the Capital & the White House

Federalists battle Republicans

· In Baltimore, 1812, a Republican crowd demolished the printing office The Federal Republican, Federalist paper

· Federalist dominated New England opposed the war to outright disloyalty

· Dec 1814 delegates from 5 New England states met at Hartford to debate proposal for Secession 

Hartford Convention 
Death of the Federalist Party
· Asserted the right of a state “to interpose its authority against unconstitutional acts of the government.” Which led to Talk of Secession and Nullification

· As the war dragged on Federalists Fortunes soared in the Northeast, while elsewhere bitterness grew over New England’s disloyalty
Before the War Ended US won Several Victories

· Commander Perry defeated the British Fleet on Lake Erie 1813 & Commander Macdonough won at Plattsburgh on Lake Champlain 1814

· Andrew Jackson’s victory at New Orleans 1815; had nothing to do with the war’s outcome since the terms of peace had already been signed.

Treaty of Ghent (Belgium) 1814

· Treaty resolved almost nothing. It ignored Impressment of Seamen, blockades, neutral rights, access to Canadian fisheries. Britain agreed to evacuate western posts, exchange prisoners, restore conquered territory. Called for joint commissions to deal with lingering disputes. Other than that it just ended the conflict.

Napoleon Defeated at Waterloo 1815

· Europe in a peace of exhaustion as Americans turn towards the West and the task of building the Democracy 

· War of 1812 create spirit of nationalism as the US emerged as One Nation

· Social Significance evident by 1820s as U.S. authors, Washington Irving, James Fenimore Cooper gain Int'l recognition

Nationalism Emerges

· Congress revived Bank of U.S. 1816

· Protectionist Tariff of 1816 (1st in US)

· Army expanded to 10,000 men

· Navy defeated N. African Pirates 1816

· Stephen Decatur-Naval Hero of War & Barbary Coast- “Our Country! In her intercourse with foreign nations may she always be in the right: But our country Right or Wrong!”

The American System 
Henry Clay’s 3 part plan
· 1- Strong Banking System to provide easy & abundant credit

· 2-Protective Tariff that would make eastern manufacturers flourish. Revenues would then provide for :

· 3-A Network of Roads, & Canals flowing in all directions tying the country together politically & economically

Individual States forced to fund internal improvements 

· Madison vetoed Federal Funding for Internal Improvement deeming it Unconstitutional from a Strict Constructionist Perspective

· Erie Canal completed by New York 1825

Era of Good Feelings

· Republican James Monroe overwhelmingly elected 1817 

· The Collapse of the Federalist Party initiated a period of political harmony.
Sectionalism

· Missouri Crisis 1819-20 Slavery issue re-emerges when Missouri applied for admission to US

· Missouri Compromise allowed Missouri to enter as a slave state & Maine as a free state for balance

· Latitude 36 30 divided lands open to slavery from those that would not be.

Judicial Nationalism & John Marshall
· McCulloch v. Maryland (1819) the doctrine of Loose Construction & Implied Powers of the Constitution

· Cohens v.Virginia- (1821)confirmed the right of Supreme Court to review actions of State Courts

· Gibbons v. Ogden (1824) Congress alone may control Interstate Commerce

Oregon & the Treaty of 1818

· Arranged by J.Q. Adams permitted Americans to share the Newfoundland fisheries with England &

· 10 year joint occupation of Oregon by Britain & America & 

· Set the Northern limits of the Louisiana Territory along 49th Parallel 

Rush-Bagot Treaty 1817

· Agreement reached between Britain & US to stop maintaining armed fleets on the Great Lakes.

· This first “disarmament” agreement is still in effect
Spanish Florida

· Spain under pressure with S. America revolutions: Argentina (1816), Venezuela(1817), Chile(1818)

· Andrew Jackson sent to punish outlaws, runaway slaves, Indians hiding in Florida. Exceeding Monroe’s instructions INVADED Florida, he gave J.Q. Adams power to demand concessions from Spain

The Adams-Onis Treaty of 1819

· Spain sold the remainder of Florida as well as claims in Oregon

· In exchange for America’s claims to Texas (soon to become Mexico) & US agreed to assume 5 million in debts owed US merchants

Monroe Doctrine 1823

· Recognizing the newly independent governments of S. America, the US established diplomatic relations 

· Quadruple Alliance 1822 (France, Austria, Russia, Prussia) talked of a plan to help Spain regain its American possessions alarming Britain

· Britain called for an Anglo-American cooperation to thwart Spain

Monroe Doctrine 1823

· J.Q. Adams & Monroe opposed the British suggestion & Monroe outlined his Latin American Plan also known as the Monroe Doctrine: 4 Principles
· 1-American continent was closed to European Colonization

· 2-Political Systems of Americas were different from those of Europe

4 Principles of the Monroe Doctrine
· 3-The US would consider as dangerous to its peace & safety any attempts to extend Europe's political influence into the Western Hemisphere

· 4 The US would neither interfere with existing colonies in the New World nor meddle in the internal affairs of Europe
