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Corrupt Election of 1824

· Candidates: Henry Clay, Andrew Jackson, William Crawford, J. Q. Adams

· Jackson, the front-runner failed to win a majority of electoral votes and the vote went to the House per 12th amendment where Clay was eliminated & then Crawford suffered a stroke.

· Hating Jackson, Clay secretly met with Adams  & threw his support against Jackson securing the election

John Quincy Adams wins the Election of 1824 as Sectionalism & States’ Rights issues Re-emerge
· Asked Congress to fund construction of roads & canals

· Build a National University

· Federal support for an Astronomical Observatory 

Southerners Feared Adams Congressional Request for Federal Expenditures because
· The Hated Tariff would have to continue

· National Government might MEDDLE in local concerns like Education & Road Construction  & POSSIBLY IN BLACK SLAVERY
Tariff of Abominations
· Congress increased tariff on dutiable goods in 1824 from 23% to 37%

· Jackson, behind the Tariff of 1828 pushed the Duties to 45%, & at the same time, imposed a heavy tariff on certain raw materials, Notably Wool. Meant to alienate New Englanders, the plan backfired as New Englanders approved of the Protectionist measure

Growing Southern anxieties against the Tariff was based on the possibility of federal interference with the “Peculiar Institution”

· Debate over Missouri Compromise

· Denmark Vessey Insurrection 1822

· British Abolitionism in W. Indies

· Growing American Abolitionism

Tariff of Abominations, 
Southerners believed it Discriminated Against Them
· Higher prices led to reduced volume of purchases in both directions. They would suffer as Consumers & Producers, & as Importers & Exporters

· S. Carolina Exposition & Protest secretly written by John Calhoun 1828, declared a federal law deemed harmful to the state could be declared Null & Void

The New Democracy
· 1791 Vermont 1st state to use Universal White manhood Suffrage

· Era of Good Feeling promoted popular vote and by the election of 1828 Voter Turnout Doubled; by 1840 reaching 78% of eligible White Men
Andrew Jackson & the Revolution of 1828
· Universal White-Manhood- Suffrage

· Political Center of Gravity Moved West away from Eastern Seaboard 

· Suspicious of the Federal Gov’t, he opposed Henry Clay’s American System & wanted to increase state economic activism

Maysville Road Project Vetoed
· Project in Kentucky that required a Federal subsidy was vetoed because it would exist only within the boundaries of one state 

Spoils System: The New Democracy held for “Rotation of Office”
· Popular with Common Man

· Sec of State Martin Van Buren of NY only notable cabinet member

· Kitchen Cabinet- Ignored his Official cabinet of 6 relying on his group partisan supporters (Unofficial Advisors)

· He exercised the Veto more than any other President

Jackson a Staunch Unionist & held for Supremacy of Federal Power
· Jackson & Calhoun split over tariff of 1832 & the snubbing of Sec of War John Eaton’s wife, Peggy, at a party. 

· Calhoun Resigned his office as VP & returned to S. Carolina & composed an Ordinance of Nullification declaring the tariffs of 1828 & 1832 null & void; ordered customs officials to Stop Collecting Duties at the Port of Charleston

Webster-Hayne Debate 1830
· The Method of disposing Western land raised sectional differences. Westerners wanted cheap land available to the masses. Northeasterners opposed the policy because it lured away their labor supply driving wages higher. Southerners supported the West, hoping to weaken ties between East & West
Webster-Hayne Debate 1830
· Robert Hayne of S.Carolina spoke in support of cheap land using Calhoun’s anti-tariff argument & possibility of nullification 

· Daniel Webster moved the debate from the land issue to the policy of the the Union & states’ rights. The Union is indissoluble & sovereign over individual states. “It is the people’s Constitution. . . Liberty & Union Now & Forever”
