Transcendentalism of 1830s

· Boston “Athens of America”

· Movement resulted form a liberalizing of Puritan theology

· Rejected John Locke’s theory that all knowledge comes to the mind through the senses. RATHER Truth Transcends the senses

2nd Great Awakening

· Revived “hellfire gospel” Stressing PERSONAL CONVERSION

· Peter Cartwright- best known Methodist “Circuit Rider”- Preached on the frontier

· Charles Grandison Finney-Ex-Lawyer & Greatest Evangelist. Led Revivals in NY in 1830-31, denounced Slavery & Alcohol & encouraged women to pray in public. Served as  President  of Oberlin College 

Denominational Diversity

· Burned Out District Of Western. NY, site of  “Hellfire & Damnation” Sermons

· Adventists (Millerites)claimed the  Bible said Christ would return 10/22/1844

· Wealthier Eastern denominations, Episcopalians Presbyterians, Congregationalists & Unitarians were not overly effected by Revivalism

Religious Diversity & Slavery
· Less prosperous & Learned Methodists & Baptists caught up in Evangelism
· Southern & Northerners Baptists & Methodists split over Slavery by 1844-45
· 1857 North & South Presbyterians Split

· First Churches split, then Political Parties split and finally the Union Split 

Brigham Young led Mormons to Utah

· Joseph Smith  said he received Golden Plates from an angel constituting the Book of Mormon, and the Church of Latter Day Saints in 1830

· Smith was murdered in 1844 &  B. Young led his followers to Utah in 1846-47

· Community became a Prosperous frontier Theocracy & cooperative commonwealth

· Young had 27 wives & 56 children
Education Reformer Horace Mann

· As Sec’y of Mass Bd. Of Education, Horace Mann campaigned for better schools, longer school terms, expanded curriculum and higher pay for teachers

· Noah Webster”Schoolmaster of the Republic” wrote “Reading Lessons”& published his dictionary in 1828

· William McGuffey published “McGuffey’s Readers” in 1830s

1st State Supported Universities

· North Carolina 1795

· University of Virginia 1819

· Emma Willard established Troy Female Seminary, & Oberlin College in 1821 

· Oberlin accepted men & Black Students 1837

· Mary Lyon opened Mount Holyoke Seminary in 1837
Age of Reform

· Dorothea Dix petition of 1843 to Mass. legislature resulted improved conditions for mentally ill

· William Ladd & The American Peace Society in 1828

· American Temperance Society 1826 aided by literature  such as:
“10 Nights in a Barroom & What I saw there” 1854 & “Uncle Tom’s Cabin” 1850s

Women in Revolt

19th Century Women:

· Could not vote, Could be beaten by her husband & once married her property passed to her husband

· Elizabeth Blackwell 1st women to graduate medical School

· Sarah & Angelina Grimke- Abolitionists

· “Lucy Stoners” kept her maiden name & Amelia Bloomer dressed in “Bloomers”

Seneca Falls Women’s Rights Convention 1848

· Stanton read “Declaration of Sentiments”
declared men & women created equal.

· Demanded the ballot for women 

· Women Reformers Lucretia Mott & Elizabeth Cady Stanton fought for Temperance & the Abolition of Slavery

Utopian Spirit & Communes
· Robert Owen- 1825 Communal society in New Harmony Indiana

· Brook Farm in Mass. 1841 committed to transcendentalism

· Oneida Community 1848 practiced free love & birth control

Louis Daguerre- Invented crude Photograph known as Daguerreotype

· Movement began 1830s: Truth Transcends the Senses, it can not be found by observation alone. People possesses an inner light that can illuminate the highest truth putting them in direct touch with God or the “Oversoul”
