Military Picnic at Bull Run 7/21/1861

· Stonewall Jackson’s defeat of Union Troops at Bull Run had Psychological & Political Consequences

George McClellan
· Commanded the Army of Potomac 1861

· Criticized for being Overcautious, & ordered by Lincoln to advance on Richmond
McClellan Relieved Of Command

· Peninsular Campaign abandoned after Gen Lee & Jeb Stuart’s Confederate Cavalry pushed McClellan back to the sea July 1862

· Union Defeat at Richmond changed Lincoln’s ideas on slavery as he began to draft the Emancipation Proclamation 
6 Components to Union Strategy

· Slowly Suffocate the South by blockading it’s coasts

· Liberate Slaves

· Seize Control of the Mississippi & cut South in half

· Chop up Confederacy by sending troops to Georgia & the Carolinas

· Capture Richmond (it’s capital)

· Engage Enemy's Main Strength into Submission   

The Civil War at Sea

· Blockade running profitable as Scarcity of Southern Goods drove prices up

· Union Navy seized British freighters if war supplies were present using the doctrine of “Ultimate Destination”
“Battle of Ironclads”

· 1862 Iron ship “Merrimack”  renamed the “Virginia” effective against Union

· Monitor & Merrimack “Battle of Ironclads” March 9, 1862 to a standstill

Antietam: The Pivotal Battle

· Lee moved North to the 2nd Battle of Bull Run defeating Gen. Pope

· October 1862 Lee moved into Maryland as Lincoln reinstated Gen. McClellan, “Little Mac”

· 2 Union Soldiers found a copy of Lee’s Battle Plans & on Sep 17, 1862, after one of bloodiest battles of the war Lee was halted at Antietam

Contrabands of War
· 1st Conscription Act 1861 allowed seizure of any slave employed by Confederate military; fulfilling the free-soil dream of prohibiting slavery in the territories & in Washington D.C.

· General Butler not only refused to turn over slaves to their owners, but gave them a new status: Contraband or Confiscated property which forbid returning fugitive slaves to their master

Stronger on Proclamation than on Emancipation
· Sep 23, 1862 Lincoln used the victory at Antietam as an Emancipation Springboard to keep the border states on the side of the Union

· January 1, 1863 Lincoln made the War a War of Morality declaring slaves in rebellious states Free

· He did not, however, free the slaves in the Border States fearing Disunion

Enlist Blacks in the Armed Forces
· Militia Act 1862 Authorized military service for Blacks

· 2 Black Mass. regiments formed through efforts of Frederic Douglass

54th Mass. led by Robert Shaw lost 1/2 it’s men at Fort Wagner July 1863

Road to Gettysburg
· Lincoln replaced McClellan after Antietam with Gen Burnside who proved unfit for the job at the Battle of Fredericksburg Dec1862

· Replaced him with Gen Hooker who was defeated at Chancellorsville by Lee May 1863, Stonewall Jackson shot by his own men mistakenly & killed 

· Lee now prepared to invade the North

Gettysburg, Pa.  July 1-3, 1863
· Gen Meade replaced Gen. Joe Hooker engaged Lee at Gettysburg

· The Failure of Gen. George Pickett’s Charge broke the Confederate cause

· Lincoln delivered the Gettysburg Address November 19, 1863

Lincoln Impressed with Gen. U. S. Grant’s successes in the Western War

· General Grant’s Capture of Ft. Henry & Ft. Donelson on the Tennessee & Cumberland Rivers in Tennessee Feb. 1862 impressed Lincoln

· Grant took command of Union at Battle of Vicksburg; City surrendered 7/4 1863

Death of Stephen Douglas divided Democrats

· War Democrats supported Lincoln

· Peace Democrats Did Not support war 

· Extremist Copperheads obstructed the war attacking Draft & Lincoln opposing Emancipation in a “Nigger War”

· Copperhead Ohio Congressmen Vallandingaham inspired book: “Man Without a Country” by Edward Hale
Election of 1864

· Lincoln & the loyal War Democrat Andrew Johnson of Tenn. Opposed by Democrats choice, General George McClellan

· Lincoln’s reelection was in doubt until a string of Northern victories took place: Farragut Captured Mobile, & Sherman Burned Atlanta
· Lincoln Victorious 

General William Tecumseh Sherman

· Burned Atlanta Nov 1864
· Burned Savannah Dec 1864 

· Burned Columbia S. Carolina Feb 1865
Grant takes over after Gettysburg
· Grants Motto, “When in Doubt, Fight” striking toward Richmond

· June 3, 1864 Grant attacked Cold Harbor & continued hammering with a frontal assault until . . . . .

· April 1865 Lee surrendered to Grant in a courthouse at Appomattox, Va.

April 14, 1865 Lincoln Shot

John Wilkes Booth, a Pro-Southern actor shot Lincoln at the Ford Theater 5 days after the surrender

THE AFTERMATH OF WAR
·  600,00 die in action & over one million killed or wounded

· War cost about $15 Billion

· Nullification & Secession were laid to rest
