· The Urban Frontier

· By 1900 NY, Chi, & Phil. over 1 million pop

· Ten story building in Chicago 1885 gave rise to Skyscrapers after elevator perfected

· Mass Transit (trolleys) & Suburbanization

· Walking City gave way to the Megalopolis

· Indoor Plumbing, Electricity, Telephones, Department Stores, Brooklyn Bridge made city life more alluring

· Problems of Feverish Growth

· Sanitation & uncollected Garbage

· Impure Water & unwashed bodies

· Horrid Smells & Slums

· Rat Infested “Dumbbell Tenements”

· Flophouses

· Diseases/ Tuberculosis 

· Wealthier moved to Suburbs

· New Waves of Immigrants

· Until 1880 most Immigrants came from British Isles & Western Europe- Mostly Protestants & some Irish & German Catholic

· After 1880s Southern & Eastern Europeans arrived, including Greek Orthodox & Jews

· New Immigrants lived in cities in ethnic areas

· American Fever due to stories of Opportunities

· Industrialist advertised for cheap labor

· Lure of an America with No military Conscription or Religious Persecution (Pogroms)

· Plight of the Cities

· Political Machines traded jobs for votes

· Reformers opposed Exploitation of Immigrant for Votes

· Protestant Clergy applied “Social Gospel” that Socialism would be logical outcome of Christianity. Prominent among them Washington Gladden in Columbus, Ohio & Walter Rauschenbush in NY

· Settlement Houses- Centers for Women Activism & Social Reform
· Jane Adams opened Hull House in Chicago 1889,  offered English instruction, childcare services for working mothers, cultural activities

· Lobbied for Illinois anti sweatshop law that protected women workers & children 1893

· Lillian Wald’s Henry Street NY Settlement

· Florence Kelley Life Long Reformer

· Reemergence of Nativism with the (APA) Amer. Protective Assoc.1887 

· High Immigrant Birth Rate Possibility of outvoting the original Anglo Saxon Race

· “Mongrelizing Races" with a mixture of Inferior Southern European Blood

· Blamed for Degradation of Urban Government

· Unionists angered by a willingness to work for Starvation Wages & Importing of Socialism, Anarchism, Communism

· Congress Passed 1st Restrictive Law 1882

· Restricted Paupers, Criminals, & Convicts

· Congress Responded to Organized Labor by Prohibiting Importation of Foreign Workers under Contract

· Later Laws added to Undesirable list to include Insane, Polygamists, Prostitutes, Alcoholics, Anarchists,  those carrying Contagious Diseases & ENDED CHINESE IMMIGRATION 1882

· Urban Churches

· Money became the accepted measure of achievement & the new Gospel claimed 
God caused the righteous to prosper

· Dwight Moody-Gospel of Kindness & Forgiveness in the 1870s-80s

· Mary Baker Eddy, Christian Science 1879

· Cardinal Gibbons, Urban Catholic Leader

· Jewish Faith gained strength in Cities

· YMCA & YWCA Grew strong in Cities

· Origin of the Species- Darwinism

· 1859 Publication proclaiming humans evolved from lower forms of life & those that Survived were the Fittest

· Evolution  spurred “Modernists” idea that cast doubts on Biblical interpretations

· Col. Robert  Ingersoll promoted Unbelief & most bitterly denounced skeptic of era

· Public Education 

· “A Free Government cannot function if people are shackled by ignorance”

· By 1900 Free Highs Schools, Grade Schools, & Textbooks gained support as a Birthright of every citizen

· Teacher training schools “Normal Schools”  expanded as did Kindergartens

· Illiteracy Rate fell from 20% to 10.7% from 1870 to 1900

· Booker T. Washington

· Born a slave in Va. in 1856

· Attended and taught at Hampton Institute in Va.

· Believed African Americans should learn practical skills that would help them get jobs

· Headed Tuskegee Institute in Alabama since 1881

· Offered an Industrial Education so African Americans could earn a living & become Economically Independent

· Taught farming, brick making, carpentry, cooking, sewing

· Atlanta Compromise

· African Americans should advance through Education & Job Skills rather than Protest 

· Ability to earn a living & buy property was more important than voting

· Economic Independence would assure Black Political & Civil Rights
“Economic Integration does not mean Social Integration”. . . . .

· “We can be as separate as fingers on a hand, yet one as the hand in all things essential to mutual progress

· George Washington Carver

· Taught Agricultural Sciences at Tuskegee from 1896

· Developed Hundreds of uses for peanuts, Soybeans, Sweet Potato

· Made Peanut Butter, & Plastic out of Soybeans, Shampoo, Axle Grease, Vinegar, Paint

· Booker T. Washington & W.E.B. DuBois Controversy

· Washington stressed industrial rather than Liberal Arts Education

· DuBois-  “Induce Black Men to believe if their stomachs be full it matters little about their brains”
Felt Washington was a Compromisor demanded  the “Talented Tenth” be given full & immediate access to Mainstream US
· Nat’l Negro Business League

· Begun in1900 in Boston

· By1905, 300 Local business leagues organized

· By 1910, 50 Afro Amer. Banks were operating in US

· Niagara Movement 1905

· DuBois & John Hope met with 29 Black leaders Demanding Equal Rights 

· They Met in Canadian side of Niagara Falls since New York Hotels were Restricted

· 1909 Conference- 300 people met in response to William English Wailing's article “Race War in the North” written after the Springfield Massacre

· Committee of 40 set up NAACP in 1910
· NAACP

· Organized with white liberals  “For Rights of Man Irrespective of Color  or Race”

· Legal Committee- Arthur Springarn, Clarence Darrow, Louis Marshall, Felix Frankfurter- Free Services

· Du Bois editor of “Crisis” published by NAACP
· NAACP Accomplishments

· Overturned Grandfather Clause in Oklahoma State Constitution-1915

· Found Louisville Segregation Ordinance Unconstitutional

· 1923 Arkansas Case: Supreme Court  holds if Blacks are excluded from juries, a Fair Trial for a Black Defendant is Impossible
· Urban Life & African Americans

· Julius Rosenwald -Established a Fund that helped build 5000 Public Schools for Black Children in Chicago

· National Urban League-Established in 1911- To Improve the Living Conditions of City Blacks. also to Broaden Job Opportunities

· Rise of Universities since Civil War 

· Morril Act of 1862- provided a generous grant of public land to states for support of education: “Land Grant Colleges” most of which became State Universities

· Hatch Act of 1887- provided federal funds for the establishment of agricultural experiment stations in connections with “Land Grant Colleges”

· Industrialization altered Curriculum

· Practical Courses & specialized training replaced classical curriculum

· Elective System permitted students to take more courses

· Medical Schools reflected scientific gains & improved public health

· Well Stocked Libraries & The Press

· Linotype invented 1885 advanced modern newspapers & Sensationalism

· Joseph Pulitzer’s New York World & William Randolph Hearst’s San Francisco Examiner  used Yellow Journalism-Prostituting Press to Increase Circulation
· Reformers Use of the Press

· Criticized all facets of society using Magazines like Harper’s, Atlantic Monthly, Scribner’s Monthly, New York Nation
· Edwin Godkin crusaded for civil service reform, gov’t honesty,& moderate tariff

· Henry George wrote Progress & Poverty criticized Maldistribution of Wealth in US

· Ed Bellamy-Utopian Socialist- wrote Looking Backward 1888

· Postwar Writing

· Harlan, F. Halsey- King of the “Dime Store Novels”

· “Deadwood Dick” African American Cowboy Nat Love  

· Gen Lewis Wallace- “Ben Hur”

· Poets, Walt Whitman, Emily Dickinson,  Sidney Lanier

· Literature exposed the Gilded Age
· Stephen Crane- Maggie: Girl of the Street, Red Badge of Courage
· William Dean Howells- Hazards of new Fortunes 

· Henry James- The Bostonians
·  Jack London-Octopus, Call of the Wild

· African American Literature During the Gilded Age
· Paul Lawrence Dunbar- Poetry included Lyrics of Lowly Life

· Charles W. Chestnut- The Conjure Women

· Theodore Drieser- Sister Carrie 

· Ida B. Wells- maintained her “Red Record”  anti-Lynching Campaign

· Victoria Woodhull & Tennessee Claflin Published Woodhull & Claflin’s Weekly proclaiming a belief in Free Love & a new Feminism 1871

· Sexual Attitudes & Role of Women
· Anthony Comstock- Public Crusader for morality, with a Federal Comstock Law 1873 pushed for Sexual Purity

· Clara Barton Established Red Cross 1881

· Stress of Urban Life

· Divorce Revolution began Late 19th Century (chart P. 589 American Pageant)
· Change in Work Habits & Family Size

· Feminist Revolution launched by Charlotte Perkins Gillman, Catherine Beecher, AND Suffragettes Elizabeth Cady Stanton, Susan B. Anthony, Carrie Chapman Catt

· Wyoming - Equality State- granted women suffrage in 1869

· Anti Saloon League

· Seen by many as an Anti-Immigrant & 
Anti Working Class Movement

· Nat’l Prohibition Party 1869

· WCTU- Women’s Christian Temperance Union founded 1874 led by Carrie Nation

· Anti-Saloon League 1893

· 18th Amendment Prohibition 1919

· 1880’s-90s
