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AP US History

Anti-Imperialist League formed in 1898
· Opponents of US Imperialism felt Guerilla Warfare 10,000 miles from the US went against the ideals set by the Declaration of Independence

Philippine Insurrection Feb 4, 1899

· Led by Emilio Aguinaldo after Congress refused to pass a resolution guaranteeing Philippine Independence (as was the case in Cuba) 

· Expansionist won the debate as the US annexed the Islands

The US implemented a Concentration Camp Policy

· For three years Filipino resistance continued until the US crushed the rebellion in 1902 killing hundreds of thousands of Filipinos in the process

· McKinley sent Howard Taft to head a Philippine Commission to make recommendations on governing the islands.

“Benevolent Assimilation”

· McKinley spent millions  to improve the Philippines roads, public health, sanitation. 

· Economic trade ties with sugar

· “Pioneers in Blackboard”-set up a school system making English the 2nd language

· But still Filipinos preferred liberty

“Spheres of Influence” in China

· European Powers tore away at the Manchu Dynasty following the defeat by Japan in 1894-5 Establishing Leaseholds and Economic Spheres of Influence
· Sec of State John Hay dispatched an “Open Door Note” in 1899 to all nations to respect Chinese rights  & the ideal of fair competition

Open Door Policy in Effect

· Chinese Boxer Rebellion in 1900 kill hundreds of missionaries in attempt to “Kill the Foreign Devils”

· Multi national Force quells Rebellion assessing an excessive indemnity  on China of $333 million. The US share of $24.5Million remitted $18 million as Beijing appreciated the goodwill gesture 

Triumphant Powers set to Carve up China

· John Hay sends new circular in 1900 announcing the Open Door would embrace the Territorial Integrity of China, in addition to commercial integrity as China was spared being carved up

McKinley’s Re-nomination in 1900 was a forgone conclusion

· His platform Boasted a record that endorsed Prosperity, The Gold Standard, & Overseas Expansion

· Teddy Roosevelt becomes youngest President at 42 after McKinley assassination in 1901

Need For A Canal

· Spanish American War emphasized the need for a canal across Central America

· Clayton Bulwar Treaty of 1850 with Britain concluded the US could not secure such a route. 

· England consented to the 1901 Hay-Pauncefote Treaty giving the US the right to build and fortify such a canal.
Failed French Panama Canal Site Chosen 

· Philippe Bunau-Varilla sold old canal site to US over the Nicaraguan site

· Colombia refused US offers to lease Panama so Bunau-Varilla led a Panamanian Revolt against Colombia supported by the US Navy

· Col. George Washington Goethals engineered project & Col. William C. Gorgas ended disease of the Canal Zone 

Roosevelt Corollary to the Monroe Doctrine

· After a 1903 incident “Preventative Intervention” enacted-- US would intervene, take over the customhouses, pay off the debts, keeping European nations out of Latin America

· Made US Policeman of the Caribbean after German sank Venezuelan gunboats

Big Brother Policy

· Big Stick Policy warned European powers that the US would intervene to prevent European Powers from intervening in the Caribbean

· US took over management of Tariff Collections in Dominican Republic 1905

· US Marines landed in Cuba 1906 
Latins saw US as the “Colossus to the North”

Portsmouth Conference 1905
· Roosevelt won Nobel Peace Prize 1906 for negotiating an end to the Russo Japanese War 1904

· US & Japan became rivals in Asia

· US Russian relations withered with revelations of savage massacres of Russian Jews

“Yellow Peril”

· Influx of Japanese laborers in 1906 California made White’s nervous. 

· Local school authorities decreed Japanese children should attend a special school after the San Francisco earthquake & fire that year leading to an international incident about Race.

Japanese/US Agreements

· TR made a Gentlemen's Agreement 1907-8 repealing the offensive school order in exchange for Japanese agreement to stop the flow laborers to US by withholding passports.

· Root-Takahira agreement of 1908 pledged respect of each others territorial possession in the Pacific & uphold the Open Door in China
