 Ike’s Credits:
· Supreme Commander of Allied Forces in Europe

· Chief of Staff after the war

· 1st Supreme Commander of NATO 1950-52

· President of Columbia University 1948-50

Desegregating the South

· The Warren Court overturned the Plessy v. Ferguson Decision of 1896 with the Brown v. Bd. Of Education Decision 1954
Sweat v. Painter 1950
· NAACP attorney Thurgood Marshall argued that separate professional schools for blacks failed to meet the test of equality

Rosa Parks 1955

· Her arrest led to the Montgomery Bus Boycott led by Martin Luther King
Little Rock September 1957

· When Gov. Orval Faubus prevented nine black students from enrolling at Central High School Eisenhower was forced to send in troops for state compliance to Federal Law

“Declaration of Constitutional Principles” 1956

· Southern Congressional Representatives pledged unyielding resistance to desegregation

· White Citizen Councils thwarted attempts to Integrate schools

· Several states diverted funds from the public schools to private schools where the integration order was more difficult to apply

Southern Christian Leadership Conference (SCLC)
· Formed by Martin Luther King in 1957

· Mobilized the power of Black Churches on behalf of black rights 

· Influenced by Gandhi,  Sit Ins & Non Violent Protests used to create change
· 1960 Student Non Violent Coordinating Committee formed (SNCC) 

Eisenhower Presidency

· Saw America as a Corporate Commonwealth Appointing 9 businessmen to his 1st cabinet
· Believed High Inflation, Industrial Strife, & Partisan Politics of the Truman years could be corrected through cooperation, self-restraint, & disinterested public service


Eisenhower Republicanism

· Striving to balance the budget, Ike tried to end the creeping in of socialism 

· Small gov’t philosophy, Ike supported transfer of offshore oil fields to states

· To curb the TVA he encouraged private power companies to compete by building a power plant
Health & Medicine

· Antibiotics such as Penicillin invented and by 1960 Tuberculosis, Diphtheria, Whooping Cough & Measles virtually disappeared
· 1955 Jonas Salk Polio Vaccine distributed in a nationwide program & supplemented by Sabine vaccine eliminated Polio by 1960

Youth Culture
· The New Teen Market combined with Mass Media in reshaping music

· TV, Portable Transistor & Car Radios grew rapidly

· Small independent labels changed the Recording Industry 

· Elvis Presley reinvented Pop Music revitalizing Pop Culture 

Power of Television

· Nixon’s “Checkers speech” kept him on the 1952 ticket despite illegal campaign slush fund 

· TV shows depicted the ideal US Suburban family: Father Knows Best, Leave it to Beaver

· Tel-evangelism: Billy Graham, Bishop Sheen

· Edward R. Murrow’s, “See It Now”

· McCarthy Hearings 

· News by Walter Cronkite & David Brinkley 

Hollywood

· The generational conflict of suburban youthful alienation during the 1950s early 1960s was depicted in the movie “Rebel Without a Cause” 

Peaceful Coexistence

· Nikita Khrushchev replaced Stalin after his death in 1953 denouncing his Militarism

· Admiral Arthur Radford, Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff called for a reduction in the military budget now that the Korean War was over to rely more on Airpower 

Doctrine of “Massive Retaliation”

· Threat of Atomic Weaponry would hold Communism in Check

· W. Germany included into NATO 1955

· 2 New Mutual Defense Pacts with non-Communist nations in SE Asia added:
SEATO. 1954 Australia, France, Great Britain New Zealand, Pakistan, Philippines & Thailand & CENTO-Pakistan, Iran, Turkey, Iraq, & G.B.

· Warsaw Pact formed by Soviets in 1955 to counter NATO 

Sec of State John Foster Dulles

· Built up a fleet of Super Bombers: (SAC) The Strategic Air Command

· Nuclear Capabilities thought to be cheaper than conventional weapons “More Bang for the Buck”       

· Actually Responsible for the costly “Military Industrial Complex”

Psychological Warfare

· “Information” Programs used as Cold War Weapons funding the Voice of America Radio Programs in different Languages

· Radio Free Europe
· Radio Liberation (directly into USSR)

· Radio Asia
· USIA (US Information Services) coordinated Anti-Communist Propaganda

Zionism-Jewish Nationalism
· Surviving WW II Jews resettled in their Ancient Jewish Homeland: The British controlled Palestine

· 11/ 29/47 The UN partitioned Palestine & on May 14, 1948 the British Mandate Ended

Egypt, Jordan, & other Arab League States unsuccessfully invaded Israel creating homeless Palestinian refugees 
· Egyptian leader since 1954 formed pan-Arab Socialism

· Accepting Soviets arms & promises of Economic assistance in return for Cotton

· Soviet financing of the 
Aswan Dam angered Dulles 

· Nationalizing the British controlled Suez Canal & oil rich shipping lead to a seizure of the Canal by British & French

French Indo China

· Ho Chi Minh, Communist or Nationalist? Appealed to several US Presidents to support self determination of a United Indo China but fell victim to the Cold War & French weakness

· US Financed French colonial war in Vietnam in trade for support of W. Germany into  NATO

· 1954 Battle of Dienbienphu French defeated leading to Geneva Conference splitting Vietnam into 2 halves at the 17th Parallel

Geneva Accord 1954

· Communist Ho Chi Minh consented to temporary peace on the assurance of free elections within 2 years

· The US backed the Catholic Pro West government under Ngo Dinh Diem 

· To prop the shaky policy Dulles created SEATO

1956 Hungarian Revolt

In an attempt to support Imre Nagy, an anti-Stalin Communist who pledged multiparty democracy, Hungarians appealed to the US for help but Ike refused to launch an attack so close to the Soviet Power

·  Lumumba in the Belgian Congo killed 1961 - CIA?

· Achmed Sukarno in Indonesia

· Fidel Castro in Cuba

· Anti-Nasser Forces Restored King Hussein in Jordan & sent 14000 Marines ashore onto Lebanese Beaches

Eisenhower Doctrine
· 1957 Congress and the President Pledged U.S. Military and Economic Aid to Middle Eastern Countries threatened by Communist Aggression 

 Landrum Griffin Act 1959

· After Revelations of of “Gangsterism” and Embezzlement by the Teamsters & AF of L - CIO (Dave Beck and Jimmy Hoffa)

· Held Labor Leaders accountable for Financial Shenanigans 

· Prevented bullying tactics

· Prohibited Secondary Boycotts & certain kinds of Picketing.

Ike suffered Heart Attack & Stroke during Second Term
· Sharp Economic Downturn 1958-59 with Sharp Rise in Unemployment

· Ike Criticized for his commitment a to Balanced Budget

· Gaither Report 1957 warned USSR’s GNP growing faster than the US  & urged a 25% increase in Pentagon Budget for ICBM’s & building of Fallout Shelters  & increased U-2 surveillance 

From Sputnik to NDEA

· US Rocket Fever after USSR launched Sputnik 1957

· Comparisons of US & USSR Educational Systems led to the National Defense & Education Act in 1958 authorizing $887 million in loans to needy college students & in grants for improved teaching of Science, Engineering, Languages, & Social Sciences
