Annual Meeting Update…Thanks to everyone who attended and to those who sent proxies, we were able to have an official meeting, we met quorum!!!  Based on the by-laws, because last year we didn’t have 35%, the bylaws state, that we can have a meeting no less than 6 days and give 2 days notice, then that meeting, we only need 20% for quorum.  We actually had 34%!!  Thanks for your participation.  A few results:


We voted to decrease the necessary quorum from 35% to 25%, that’s 25% of the paid association who have homes that are titled


We also voted to increase the Board from 5 members to 7 members


A topic of discussion was to increase and improve communication with the association.  A few ideas to do this:


Quarterly newsletter, opposed to Semi-Annually


Provide the members yearly with a fiscal income statement
