With concurrence of the Members present, the Meeting was called to order by the Chairman at approximately 6:30 PM.

The first order of business was the reading of the Minutes of the Monthly Meeting of the Board of Directors that took place on September 14th, 2005.  Corrections, revisions and amendments were made, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

RESOLVED that the Minutes of Monthly Meeting of the Board of Directors, on September 14th, 2005, as revised, be accepted as corrected in the manner hereat resolved, and the Secretary is authorized to correct the Minutes and instructed to execute same and affix the executed original in the Minute Book when presented for signature pursuant to these resolutions.

The next order of business was the review of the August 2005 Financial Information.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

RESOLVED that the August Financials be, and hereby are, approved as presented.

The next order of business was with regards to landscaping for the HOA entrance areas by Lenco.  Tiffany reported that both the overseeding and the landscape work would be completed within the month of October.

The next order of business was with regards to the budget submitted for review by Tiffany Kosel.  Bobby Foster pointed out again the fact that it would be much more convenient if she was to submit actuals to compare with both 2006 and 2005 budgets.  It was also pointed out that even though the current landscape company was more expensive, it did a better job of maintaining and managing the lines and was thereby saving significant money on water expenses.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

Resolved, that the next budget be published in the newsletter.

Further resolved, that the board look into paying bills online to make the process more cost-effective.

The next order of business was with regards to the lighting project in the park areas.  A bid submitted by Solar Electric was presented to the Board, with options to either have the job done all at once or in stages.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

Resolved, that the Management Company get bids from other companies for the same proposal. 

Further resolved, that Vera Heminger do a drawing of the park area and its currently existing lighting, and do overlays with suggestions as to directionality.  

Further resolved, that the Board will then submit the most acceptable proposal for bid.

The next order of business was with regards to the G.A.I.N event to take place.  Sherry Roueche reported.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

Resolved, that Vera Heminger retrieve pertinent statutes and ordinances relating to leash laws for submission to Sherry Roueche.

Further resolved, that Sherry Roueche publish them in the newsletter.

The next order of business was with regards to the Holiday Lights event.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

Resolved, that the event take place again this year with the same participation and award parameters as last year.

Further resolved, that the participation rules and awards be published in the Newsletter.

The next order of business was with regards to the community garage sale.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

Resolved, that the Board organize such sale again in spring of 2006.

Further resolved, that this time the Board use only street signs, but no newspaper ads.

There being no further business to come before the meeting, upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the meeting adjourned at 7:36 PM.
