Also present by invitation of the Board of Directors was Tiffany Kosel, who reported on the business conducted by the Property Management Company on behalf of the Silvertree Home Owners Association.  Present also by prior announcement was Lot 94 and Lot 91, the latter arriving at 6:38 PM.

Yvonne Hogan acted as the Chairman of the Board of the Meeting, and notes were taken by Vera Heminger, the Secretary, who was instructed that she write up the Minutes of the Monthly Meeting and submit them for and presentation to the Board of Directors for its review.

With concurrence of the Members present, the Meeting was called to order by the Chairman at approximately 6:35 PM.

The first order of business was the reading of the Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Members and Directors and the Monthly Meeting of the Board of Directors that took place on August 10th, 2005.  Corrections, revisions and amendments were made, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

RESOLVED that the Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Members and Directors and the Monthly Meeting of the Board of Directors, on August 10th, 2005, as revised, be accepted as corrected in the manner hereat resolved, and the Secretary is authorized to correct the Minutes and instructed to execute same and affix the executed original in the Minute Book when presented for signature pursuant to these resolutions.

The next order of business was the review of the July 2005 Financial Information.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

RESOLVED that the July Financials be, and hereby are, approved as presented.

The next order of business was the review and approval of the invoices, and payment and signature of the regular monthly bills of the Silvertree HOA, to wit:

The next order of business was with regards to landscaping proposal for the HOA entrance areas as submitted by Lenco.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

RESOLVED, that Lenco be hired for the project to be completed as proposed, provided that a) spiny plants be moved off further from the side walk for safety reasons; and, b) the plantings - taking into consideration their future growth - be positioned in such a manner that they would not block or cover up the Silvertree sign.

FURTHER RESOLVED, the cost for the landscaping of both entrance areas be approved in an amount not exceeding $560. 

The next order of business was with regards to the lighting project in the park areas.  Lot 94 presented information obtained on floodlighting for the park areas.  He reported that the existing lamps in the park take 15-watt bulbs.  City Lights, a company that has been in the electrical wholesale business for 15 years, proposed FF42QT, an $85.00 light fixture with a brighter lamp, a shroud that helps direct some of the lighting, and a 42-watt quad tab electronic ballast. Lot 94 also received leads on electricians who do smaller electrical installations and work information on which he forwarded Silvertree’s Management Company.  

It was found by the Board that this type of light would be adequate for the swing set area, since it is very unidirectional.  The light by the parking area is more multi-directional, shining in a circle pattern.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

RESOLVED, to make additional upgrading to the lighting and find a consultant who would make suggestions as to more strategically place the lights around the park in order to overall improve the security of the park.

Further resolved, that Lot 94 and Lot 91 will help find recommendations on lighting consultants and forward the recommendations to Tiffany Kosel for presentation at the next Board Meeting. 

There being no further business to come before the meeting, upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the meeting adjourned at 7:07 PM.
