Yvonne Hogan acted as the Chairman of the Board of the Meeting, and notes were taken by Vera Heminger, the Secretary, who was instructed that she write up the Minutes of the Monthly Meeting and submit them for and presentation to the Board of Directors for its review.

With concurrence of the Members present, the Meeting was called to order by the Chairman at approximately 6:30 PM.

The first order of business was a presentation by PMG Services and an interview of this prospect property management company.  After the presentation, and after motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

The next order of business was with regards to the dual signature requirement on any checks written on the bank accounts of Silvertree HOA.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

Resolved, that the dual signature requirement be temporarily, on a meeting to meeting basis, suspended due to the vacancy created by Bobby Foster’s resignation.

Further resolved, that temporarily, on a meeting to meeting basis, Yvonne Hogan’s signature would suffice on any checks approved by the Board and written on the banks accounts of Silvertree HOA.

FURTHER RESOLVED, that such temporary suspension requirement be revoked immediately upon filling of the Treasurer’s position.

The next order of business was with regards to personalized requests submitted to the Board of Silvertree HOA.  A brief discussion ensued, and upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was

Resolved, that the Board is merely a governing body, who duty is to represent the interests of the Silvertree HOA as a whole.  As such governing body, the Board cannot and will not get involved in personal matters of homeowners, as such involvement could give rise to conflicts of interest. 

FURTHER RESOLVED, that while the tenets set by the foregoing resolutions are not to be violated, it is still the duty and obligation of the Board Members as individuals within the community to set forth exemplary conduct and further unity and peaceful co-existence within the community. 

The next order of business was the nomination of one new member to the Board of Directors, to fill the position vacated by Bobby Foster.  Upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, it was:

Dave Lex be, and hereby is elected as Director of the Home Owners Association, to serve for the remainder of his predecessor’s unexpired term or until his successor shall have been elected and qualified.

The next order of business was the election of a person as Treasurer to fill the vacancy left by the unexpired term of Bobby Foster.  Upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted:

Resolved, that Dave Lex be and hereby is elected as Treasurer of the Silvertree Home Owners Association.

There being no further business to come before the meeting, upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the meeting adjourned at 8:34 PM.
