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Our priorities for the future of education:
· To test, in depth, the value-added qualities of academies, incorporating a study of student progress, value for money and democratic accountability

· To examine the use or misuse of resources devoted to the bidding process for specialist status in secondary schools

· To examine the relationship between working class access to the elite universities and the pressure for increased tuition fees from the same institutions
· To examine the impact of constant testing of KS2 and KS3 students on the quality and outcome of education in primary schools

· To examine the post 16 vocational/academic divide in terms of the new diplomas in ‘academic’ subject areas and its correlation with government attitude to and funding of FE colleges

· To establish a genuine national ‘academy’, along the lines of NICE, devoted to high quality independent research of all key educational issues and to promote the mature development of future policy making on the basis of its findings
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
