Anime Expo Notes

Registration:

Pre Reg. Pickup on Thursday Morning… 

· Not enough people handling pre reg. pre paid.

· Took an hour to get through the line.

· Same time it took for onsite registration on Thurs. morning.

Video Programming:

Main 3 rooms at Marriott. 1 kids room at Hilton. 3 industry video rooms at Marriott and 1 35mm video room in convention center.

· Hilton ballroom - Kids programming.

· Video system:  Truss framework-type screen with projector and AV stack in the back of room.

· Sound system: Two front loud speakers.

· General Notes: To far away from anything. Only other events at Hilton were dances and registration.

· Marriott Video rooms -  Main Video Programming 

· 3 ballrooms next to each other.

· Video System: Video control from center ballroom. Projectors were comparable to the units used in Main Programming (read BIG) and mounted on a raised “stage” at the back of the room. The Video control looked to be run from a raised stage in the center room with video and sound routing to the other rooms. Periphery rooms only have projector in rear of room with the Sound and Video feed running under the air-walls. All three were using ballroom-permanent screens dropped down from ceiling.

· Sound System: 3-4 speakers on each side of room. While the system had lots of power, it was not surround-sound.

· Marriott Salon Video Rooms - Industry Video Rooms:

· ADV, Pioneer, VIZ. Run by the respective companies. 

· The rooms were smaller-style break our salons with drop screens and center aisle projectors.

· ACC - 35mm Movie Room:

· Large Truss-work screen. Twin 35mm projectors. 6 speakers but no surround.

· Would be “ok” if you had a great premier but the room sat less then the main video rooms in the Marriott.

Live Programming:

3 main rooms. 2 in ACC and one in Marriott.

Marriott was primarily for GOH Focus panels. Less A/V

ACC rooms were more for industry panels. More A/V intensive. 

Pioneer Elite Wide Screen TV’s – 3-4 per room. 

Had connectors up to the stage for panelist hookup (computer/laptop) 

Mixing sound and video boards with fry’s-type A/V switch boxes. Computer video switcher, Apex dvd’s, Stereo VCR’s – (not s-video). Video signal booster?. 6 speaker (3 per side )set up. Raised stage for GOH’s and speakers. Tech/Programming Crew of 6. 

Staff Stuff:

Lunches - box lunches carl’s jr.? With chips? Looks like the staff shifts are longer and a little more involved than just “swapping tapes”. Permanent staff for each room. Vol/gophers are only used sparely only on door guard or line control.

Dealers Room:

Big…but a lot of space was devoted in particular to the ADV and Bandai pavilions as well as space around them.
