Compression

1. Is there any wound or contusion on the head?

2. Is there any signs of fracture?

3. Is there blood and/or fluid coming out from the mouth, nose and ears?

4. Is there any black eye?

5. Loss of consciousness (coma)

6. Face flush

7. Skin hot and dry

8. Pulse slow and strong

9. Breathing deep and noisy

10. Pupils unequal

11. Twitching and paralysis of muscles of one side of the body

Treatment

1. Treat wound or contusion

2. Treat fracture

3. Loosen all tight clothings

4. Ensure plenty of fresh air

5. Cover with a blanket 

6. No fluid by mouth

7. Keep constant check on level of consciousness, pulse and respiration
