Jaw Injury

1. Pains aggravated by movement of jaw

2. Swelling and bruising

3. Tenderness

4. Fracture of lower jaw (irregularity of bones and crepitus)

5. Difficulty in speaking

6. Blood strained saliva

7. Irregularity of teeth

8. Downward displacement of chin

Treatment

1. Ensure an open airway

2. Remove any false teeth and saliva

3. Control any external bleeding

4. Support with a jaw bandage with adequate padding at the lower jaw

Fracture of the Spine

1. Pain at the liunber region

2. Swelling and tenderness

3. Irregularity of bones

4. Crepitus

5. Loss of power of lower limbs

5. Loss of feelings of the lower limbs

Treatment

1. Place both legs together

2. Ensure adequate paddings between ankles and knees

3. Apply figure of 8 bandage at ankle. Broad bandages at the knees and thighs.
