B) Treatment for fracture of Elbow

1. If elbow can be flexed, treat as fracture of upper arm

2. If elbow cannot be flexed, place the limb beside the body

3. Ensure adequate paddings

4. Secure with board bandage at the wrist, elbow and arm

C) Treatment for fracture of Forearm

1. Place the forearm over chest 

2. Ensure adequate paddings

3. Support in an arm-sling

Fracture of Pelvis

1. Pain at the hips aggravated by moving or coughing

2. Swelling and bruising

3. Tenderness

4. Inability to stand despite of absence of injury to legs

5. Irregularity of bones

6. Crepitus

7. Desire to pass urine

8. Urine may be brown in colours (Internal bleeding

Treatment 

1. Warn him to lie still and don't move

2. Instruct him to avoid passing urine

3. Apply a figure of 8 bandage at the ankle, a broad bandage at the knees, two broad bandages at the overlapping by the half at the pelvis.
