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International Honor Society for the Computing and Information Disciplines

Upsilon Pi Epsilon is an honorary society whose membership consists of outstanding undergraduate and graduate students in Computing and Information Disciplines. Only schools that offer a degree in a computing science-related discipline may be chartered. Likewise, prospective student members must be working toward a degree in Computing and Information Disciplines at the time they are considered for membership. 

Members are chosen not only for their scholastic achievement in a computing science program, but also for distinguishing themselves as true professionals by meeting the standards of the society. 

Membership is limited to those who can effectively achieve the original goals of the society. These goals include:

   1.  The recognition of outstanding talent in the field of computing science,

   2. The promotion of high scholarship in computing science,

   3. The establishment and maintenance of high standards in computing science,

   4. The representation of computing science in interdisciplinary communications, and

   5. The encouragement of individual contributions to society through computing science.

To be eligible for election to membership, undergraduate upper-division students shall have attained:

· A GPA of  at least 3.0 

· Shall rank in the highest 35% of their major

· Have completed at least 64 semester hours of credit including

· 18 semester hours in the basic  Computing and Information System Courses

Undergraduate upper-division ( junior, senior) students transferring to the Chapter location from another institution:

· Shall have been in residence at least one year at the Chapter location at the time they are considered for election unless they transfer at the beginning of their senior year, in which case they may be considered for election after one semester of residence

· Their scholarship rating shall be computed on the basis of only those courses of college grade, which shall include some basic Computing and Information Disciplines courses taken at the institution where the Chapter is located, and the minimum scholar-ship rating shall be 3.0/4.0 grade points

· Shall rank in the highest thirty-five percent of their major 

· Shall have completed at least eighteen (18) semester hours  in the basic Computing and Information Disciplines courses.
