General Information about the Conference
The National Conference on Science and Law is an annual conference formerly sponsored by the Office of Science and Technology of the National Institute of Justice (NIJ), the research arm of the U.S. Department of Justice. Beginning in 2004, the conference will be sponsored by West Virginia University Forensic Science Initiative.  The conference is co-sponsored by the American Academy of Forensic Sciences, the Criminal Justice Section of the American Bar Association, the National Center for State Courts, the National Clearinghouse for Science, Technology, and the Law at Stetson University College of Law and is held in collaboration with the National Academies, the American Association for the Advancement of Science and the Federal Judicial Center.

This year the conference is issuing an open call for student poster presentations.  Those eligible to submit abstracts include: full or part-time students working towards an undergraduate or graduate degree in forensic science, criminal justice or a related field, or those pursuing a law degree. The posters will be in a forum providing attendees to speak with the authors about their presentations.  The posters may be presented in mixed media, including data, text, and graphics in print or electronic formats. Poster size is 4’x4’.

The Conference focuses on: 

· admissibility issues for existing or novel sciences, 

· improving communication and understanding among scientists, attorneys and judges, 

· emerging sciences and technologies for the legal arena

· application of social sciences to forensic science or to the law

· encouraging research relating to the interaction of science and law

The Selection Committee consists of representatives from the organizations listed above and will determine whether the submissions will be accepted.  Details are included below. Authors will be notified whether their submission is accepted by the planning committee by Monday, November 3, 2003.

Conference Registration and Expenses

The conference committee will arrange and pay for travel and lodging and will provide a stipend to cover incidental expenses of presenters; no honorarium is provided. Co-authors do not receive travel and per diem support, however, their registration fee is waived if they attend.

Submissions must be in the form of an abstract.  Please limit the abstract to 300 words or less.  All documents associated with the submission must be printed in 12 point, Times New Roman, and formatted in PC format (Microsoft Word or Corel WordPerfect). The abstract must be submitted with a cover letter containing the following information:

· Authors name(s), address(es), telephone and fax numbers, and email address(es) 

· Title of abstract

· Indication of presenting author

Additionally, the following forms must be included with the submitted abstract:

· Current Curriculum Vitae of the presenter

· A completed, signed and dated Disclosure Form (enclosed with this Call for Posters)
