When issuing traffic information that has been radar identified, what are the 4 things that ATC will tell you about the traffic?









When approaching an airport where sequencing services are being provided, how far out should you contact approach control?



If ATC tells the aircraft in front of you that they are clear to land, then subsequently tells you only “follow the aircraft in front,” are you clear to land?



If you do not want sequencing services from an ATC approach control facility, how can you inform them of this?  How about if you do not want to participate in a TRSA?







While flying in a TRSA and receiving radar services, you wish to climb to a higher altitude.  Do you have to receive a clearance to do so, or can you just begin the climb then tell ATC?





After completing you run-up, when should you turn on your transponder?
