If you are having trouble seeing the VASI lights at night at an airport with pilot controlled lighting, how many times will you have to click the mike to turn the lights to high?








After turning on the pilot controlled lighting, for how long to the lights stay on?





Is there any way to turn off the lights (all of them or even certain ones) after you have activated them?  


How many mike clicks are recommended when first turning on the airport lights?  Also, how fast must you click the mike to make the system work?








When is it recommended that you key your mike to ensure the lights stay on throughout your landing?








Where can you find the appropriate frequency for activating pilot controlled lighting?





Are beacon flashes for heliports faster or slower than that for airports?  Also, how fast are the heliport beacon flashes?

While taxiing at night, you see a pair of elevated flashing yellow lights installed on either side of the taxiway that you are on.  What does this mean?





What is a course light and where are they normally found?








If you see a very tall tower (exceeding 500ft AGL), that is not painted aviation red and white, what can you tell me about this tower's obstruction lighting?








At some areas where transmission wires extend across rivers and gorges, obstruction lights are being placed.   Where are these lights placed and in what order do they flash?








If you see incorrect airport signage during a cross-country flight, how should you report this?








How far down the runway is the aiming point marker, and what does it look like?








What is the operational difference between a relocated and a displaced threshold?











If a runway has 8 threshold stripes, how wide is the runway?





Looking at Figure 2-3-6 in the AIM, if a runway has a taxiway and displaced threshold preceding a runway, can you begin your takeoff as you make your right turn?  Why or why not?
