GCK (General Cadet Knowledge)





The present Canadian flag was adopted on February 15, 1965 and replaced the Canadian Red Ensign. 


The Maple Leaf Flag:


> 	Is red and white, the official colours of Canada as appointed King George V in 1921; 


>	Is two times as long as it is wide so that it forms a square when folded in half; and 


>	Is composed of three vertical bars, two red and one white. The white bar is the same width of the two red bars when combined. An 11 point stylized maple leaf is centered in the middle of the white bar.





GCK continued


The Air Cadet Organization is composed of both the Department of National Defence and the Air Cadet League of Canada. The original purpose of Air Cadet Squadrons was to train young men for the Second World War. On April 9th, 1941, the Air Cadet League of Canada was granted a Dominion Charter. This was the beginning of the Air Cadet Organization
