PROMOTIONS


	Officers of the Cadet Instructors Cadre (CIC) are responsible for the planning, administration and supervision of cadet activities. However, a growing number of squadrons are now taking advantage of the great training you receive as an air cadet, and are asking senior cadets to get actively involved as leaders - after all, that is exactly why you train!





One very interesting aspect of air cadet training is that you get to receive promotions and, eventually, assist the officers by supervising other cadets! Of course, ranks are only awarded to those who successfully pass the necessary training and get actively involved, but everyone gets an equal chance and similar opportunities to prove themselves.


Promotion to a rank is never automatic, it is primarily based on your performance during Squadron Training!





To be chosen for a promotion, you  must first meet a series of standards that exist to make sure that every person wearing a rank is equally qualified and experienced. The standards are divided into two categories: NATIONAL and LOCAL.  


Standards for each rank will vary and become more difficult as you climb the chain of command - but the rewards are greater.

Must be selected by the D Cdts/National Office ACL Selection Committee.
