Carmine’s Color: Mixing Paint Lesson

Objectives of the Lesson: 

a. Cognitive Objective: Students will understand what the primary colors, secondary colors, and tints and shades are.   

b. Affective Objective: Students will learn how to make secondary, tints, and shades, with tempera paint.   

c. Psychomotor Objective: The students will:

1. Listen as I read a story about color to them from an internet source. We will talk about what an internet website is. We will also discuss the things we are learning from the story.

2. Mix color using the techniques learned from the story.

d. Passing Out materials:  I will have all the materials passed out for the students. 
Focus and Review: We will start by talking about the internet and how it can be used to look for information. We will then read our story and talk about color and how to mix color. After that we will start mixing primary colors to make secondary colors as well as tints and shades. 
Teacher Input:

a. Define Terms:

a. Primary Colors
b. Secondary Colors

c. Tints

d. Shades

b. Script:

a. I want everyone to look at the board. Today we are going to read a story from the internet. Raise your hand if you have ever used the internet to look for information. I found this web site that has a fun story on it. We are going to learn about color by reading this story. 

b. READ STORY

c. We are going to make secondary colors now using the primary colors. Remind me, what colors make orange? Green? Purple?

d. I want to show everyone how we use paints and paint brushes in this class. I want everyone to start by dipping their paint in the paint cup. How much paint do we need on our brushes? A lot or a little? After you finish with one color, and you are ready to go on to the next color, I want you to wash your brush. I do not want to see any washing machines or tapping your brush on the edge. All you need to do is dab it in the bottom of the cup and wipe the brush on the paper towel. This will also help you see if there is any extra paint in the brush. (DEMONSTRATE)
e. Quiz the students by asking lots of questions. 

Guided Practice/Independent Practice

a. Students will begin working on the work. 

b. I will begin walking around the classroom and talking to the students about how they are doing and problems they might be having. 

c. If students finish early, they can work on their creative drawings. 

Clean Up:  Students will leave all the materials on the tables and I will pick them up after they leave.  

Closure: After the students have made all the colors on the color wheel and the tints and shades, we will talk about what we have made and how different some of the colors look.
