Fall Texture Tissue Paper Painting

Objectives of the Lesson: 

a. Cognitive Objective: Students will learn how to transfer the ink from tissue paper to drawing paper to show texture in a fall leaf painting.  

b. Affective Objective: Students will paint water over tissue paper and let them dry allowing the ink to soak into the drawing paper. 
c. Psychomotor Objective: The students will:

1.
Draw basic leaf shapes on their paper. 

2.  Paint water over tissue paper and let it dry.

3.  Remove the dried tissue paper and go back over the details with crayon.  

Preparation
a. Student Supplies:

a. Pencils

b. Drawing Paper
c. Warm colored tissue paper

d. Water

e. Paint brushes

b. Passing Out materials:  The “Go-Get-It” will be in charge of getting the boxes of tissue paper and the other materials needed for the class.  

Focus and Review: We will start by talking about textures. We have already talked about them, so it should be a review. We will then go into warm colors and a conversation about fall. From there I will demonstrate the technique we will use. 

Teacher Input:

a. Define Terms:

a. Texture

b. Warm Colors

b. Script:

a. We have talked a lot about textures in this class. We have talked about different kinds of texture. What is the texture on your shirt called? (ACTUAL) What is the texture on the floor tiles called? (Visual) Last week we used actual textures to make something look like it has visual texture. This week we will make a visual texture painting. 
b. Before we talk about the painting, I want to talk to you about fall and what fall looks like. What do the different seasons look like to you? What do you think of when you think of summer? Winter? Spring? Fall? Many people, especially around here think about the fall leaves and warm colors. What are warm colors? (POINT THEM OUT ON THE COLOR WHEEL) We are going to use only warm colors in our painting today.

c. The first thing I want you to do is to draw out as many different kinds of leaves as you can think of with your pencil. I want to see big leaves, small leaves, and in between leaves. 

d. Now, I have said that we are going to do a painting. But do you see any paints on the table? We are going to paint with tissue paper and water. We are going to take these shapes of tissue paper and paint water over them onto the paper. We will then let them dry and remove the tissue paper. 

e. When the papers are dry, we will go over the pictures with crayon to add detail. 

Guided Practice/Independent Practice

a. Students will begin working on the work. 

b. I will begin walking around the classroom and talking to the students about how they are doing and problems they might be having. 

c. If students finish early, they can work on their creative drawings. 

Clean Up:  The “Go-Get-It” will be responsible for putting away all of the materials they took out.
