Objectives of the Lesson:

1. Cut out leaves. 

2. Glue them to their texture trees.
Preparation
a. Student Supplies:

a. Texture Leaves
b. Texture Trees

c. Scissors

d. Glue
b. Passing Out materials:  The “Go-Get-It” will be in charge of getting the materials needed for the class.  

Focus and Review: We will start by talking about textures. We have already talked about them, so it should be a review. We will then go into warm colors and a conversation about fall. From there I will demonstrate the technique we will use. 

Teacher Input:

a. Define Terms:

a. Visual Texture

b. Script:

a. We have been doing a lot with visual texture in this class. Who can tell me what visual texture is? What is actual texture? 

b. Today we are going to cut out our texture leaves and glue them to the trees we painted a few weeks ago. I want everyone to pay attention to the shapes they are cutting out and make sure they follow the lines they drew. I do not want to see anyone rushing through this just so they can be done. When all the leaves are cut out, you may glue your leaves to your trees. You are allowed to have some coming off the page. 
c. When you are finished, place it on the drying rack. 

Guided Practice/Independent Practice

a. Students will begin working on the work. 

b. I will begin walking around the classroom and talking to the students about how they are doing and problems they might be having. 

c. If students finish early, they can work on their creative drawings. 

Clean Up:  The “Go-Get-It” will be responsible for putting away all of the materials they took out.
