Picasso’s Self-Portrait

Objectives of the Lesson: 

a. Cognitive Objective: Students will learn how to create self-portraits and model them after Picasso and the cubist style.  

b. Affective Objective: Students will identify the cubist style of work and Picasso’s influence.  

c. Psychomotor Objective: The students will:

c. Student Supplies: 

a. 8x11 construction paper

b. Lots of scraps and different types of construction paper.

d. Passing Out materials:  The Go-Getters will go get all the materials needed. 
Focus and Review: We are going to talk about Cubism, Picasso, and Self-portraits. We are going to talk about how Picasso influenced cubism and how we can create our own self-portraits in the cubist style. We will use cut paper instead of drawing our self-portraits. 
Teacher Input:

a. Define Terms:

a. Cubism

b. Frontal View

c. Profile

b. Script: 
a. When you look at this painting, what do you see? A person. What is different about her? 

b. Today we are going to talk about Cubism. Does anyone know what Cubism is? Who made Cubism famous? Cubism is looking at a subject and trying to paint it from many different views at once. So, with this painting, you see the frontal view of the woman and the profile. What is the difference? 

c. We are going to make self-portraits in the Cubist style. First, let’s talk about the face. What are some important things about the face? What do you need to make sure you have on your self portrait? Does Picasso put everything where it is supposed to be? So you can be very creative with your faces!

d. I want everyone to gather around this table. I start with one piece of paper. I am going to choose another color for my face. What shape is the face? Round? Oval? Next add the neck. Now, if we are making this in the Cubist style, you incorporate two perspectives. So I am going to draw a profile view for the third piece of paper. I then add the lips and eyes. What are we missing? Hair! We also need ears, shoulders, and any other details. After everything is planned out, we will glue it down. Our final step will be to add details with the black marker. 
e. Make sure to put your name on the back of each thing you cut out. If we do not get to gluing, we need to make sure we have everyone’s name on everything. 

Guided Practice/Independent Practice

a. Students will begin working on the work. 

b. I will begin walking around the classroom and talking to the students about how they are doing and problems they might be having. 

c. If students finish early, they can work on their creative drawings. 

Clean Up:  The Go-Getters will clean up and put all of the scraps in one big box. 
Closure: We will talk about our pieces and where our ideas came from.
