Rationale for Texture Unit
I chose to teach a texture unit because texture is an important element of design. In kindergarten, students begin studying the elements of design by talking about color, value, line, and shape. Texture is a more difficult element for students to grasp often, so I thought this unit would be a good way to cover it. 

Of the five lessons, all of them are meant to be individual projects for each student. However, due to the nature of the way I encourage my students to work, they work cooperatively with the other students at their table. I also promote students to share materials with other tables. This allows students to see what others are doing and how they are solving problems.
