Objectives of the Lesson: 
a.       Cognitive Objective: Students will learn how to apply visual textures and see textures in their environment. 

b.      Affective Objective: Students will walk around the school and point out new and different textures. They will then draw their houses and apply visual textures to their environments.  

c.       Psychomotor Objective: The students will:

1.   Draw a simplistic drawing of a landscape or environment.

2.  Add visual texture to their drawings.

Preparation

c.       Passing Out materials: The “Go-Getters” will be responsible for getting everything they will need for that day.  

Focus and Review: We will walk around the school for a few minutes looking at textures and talking about things we see. We will then come back into the classroom and talk about environments. We will discuss what our environment looks like compared to the environment in another region. We will then draw a simplistic picture of our environment and fill them in with the textures from our texture sampler. 
Teacher Input:
a.   Define Terms:


1. Visual Texture

2. Environment
b.   Script:

      1. We are going to go on a texture walk. I want everyone to look around them and find textures in their environment. If you see a texture we have not talked about, raise your hand.
2. When we get back to the classroom, we are going to talk about environment. Can anyone tell me something that is in their environment? What is an environment?

3. We are going to draw our environment. We are not going to add a lot of detail. I just want you to draw a building, a ground, a sky, and maybe some trees or bushes. You can add cars, people, or other things, but again, please keep it simple. 

4. After we are done with our drawings, we are going to add visual texture. We are going to look at our texture samplers and decide what texture we want for our environments. We are then going to do a rubbing of that texture.

Guided Practice/Independent Practice
a.       Students will begin working on the work. 

b.      I will begin walking around the classroom and talking to the students about how they are doing and problems they might be having. 

c.       If students finish early, they can work on their creative drawings. 

Clean Up:  The “Go-Getter” will put everything away and we will all make sure the class is clean.
Closure: Review texture and talk about what we did today. Where do you find texture? What is an environment?
