Objectives of the Lesson: 

a. Cognitive Objective: Students will learn about visual texture and pattern and how it can be used in art.  

b. Affective Objective: Students will make a texture sampler by rubbing a crayon over many different textures plates.   

c. Psychomotor Objective: The students will:

Preparation

a. Visual References:    

a. Art works with many textures and patterns. 
b. The world around them to find out where textures can be found. 
b. Student Supplies:

a. Newsprint

b. crayons
c. texture plates
c. Passing Out materials: The Go-Getters will get all the materials that each table needs.  

Focus and Review: I want the students to see what texture is, where it is in the world around them, and how they can incorporate it into their work to make it more visually interesting. They will learn how to do a texture rubbing with crayons as well. 
Teacher Input:

a. Define Terms:

a. Actual Texture
b. Visual Texture
c. Pattern

b. Script:

a. Today we are going to talk about texture and pattern. Does anyone know what those things are? Where would you find texture? Look around the room. Do you see a smooth texture? Do you see a rough texture? Who can name other kinds of textures? 

b. We are going to make texture samplers today. I want everyone to gather around the green table and we are going to talk about what a texture sampler is. 

c. This is my texture sampler that I made. I got these textures from around the room and from the texture templates here. I first folded my paper 4 times. Next I drew in the lines on my paper. I did this because it will be easier to do my rubbings if I can see the lines. Next, go around the room and find 5 or 6 textures in there. After that, fill the rest of the spaces with rubbings from the plates. 

d. Try and fill the entire square if at all possible. When taking a rubbing from something in the classroom, try not to get crayon on anything. Each square should be a different color.  

Guided Practice/Independent Practice

a. Students will begin working on the work. 

b. I will begin walking around the classroom and talking to the students about how they are doing and problems they might be having. 

c. If students finish early, they can work on their creative drawings. 

Clean Up:  The “Go-Get-It” will be in charge of cleaning up and putting everything away. 
Closure: When everyone has finished, we will talk about where the textures came from around the room and what they remind us of. 
Extended Ideas: After we are done with our samplers, we are going to do a drawing of our homes and add texture.
