Objectives of the Lesson: 

a. Cognitive Objective: Students will learn how to apply visual textures and see textures in their environment. 

b. Affective Objective: Students will go outside to look at trees and draw what they see. We will then come inside and paint them.    

c. Psychomotor Objective: The students will:

1. Look at trees and environments around them and draw what they see. 

2. Add visual texture to their picture using paint techniques.

d. Passing Out materials:  I will have some of the materials out on the tables and the rest of the materials will be the “Go-Get-It’s” responsibility.  

Focus and Review: Because we have talked about texture so much, we do not need to review what it is. We are going to talk about drawing what we see and practice looking at trees and drawing them. We will then talk about painting and texture and different ways we can paint and add texture to a work. Next we will cut out our leaves and glue them to our paper.  
Teacher Input:

a. Script:

a. What did we do last week? We painted with tissue paper to make warm colored leaves. Today we are going to make trees for our leaves. We are going to start by drawing our trees. I want everyone to think about what a tree looks like. Is it a big rectangle? (Close, but not quite.) Do branches look like straight lines? (No, but twigs do.) We are going to go outside and look at some trees and then draw what we see. Remember, we are not going to draw any leaves, because we already made those. 

b. After we have drawn the trees, we are going to paint them. I want to show you how to paint and add texture. There are different ways to hold the paint brush to paint. You can hold it like you hold a pencil and make long strokes, you can hold it straight up and down and dab it, or you can make short choppy strokes. Each different stroke looks different when you paint. I want you to think about that when you paint you trees.

c. I will provide different tints and shades of brown for you to use to make it look like it has more visual texture. 

Guided Practice/Independent Practice

a. Students will begin working on the work. 

b. I will begin walking around the classroom and talking to the students about how they are doing and problems they might be having. 

c. If students finish early, they can work on their creative drawings. 

Clean Up:  Students will put away all materials and put their paintings on the drying rack.
