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I’m fortunate in my classes because they all cater to my learning style. I’m an auditory learner, and all the classes I have so far focus much more on discussion than they do the text in the book. I still have to read, yes, but it takes a backseat to interesting discussion in class.

This definitely affects how I’m doing in my classes, because they work exactly how they’d have to for me to do my best: fast-paced lecture in which the professor isn’t afraid of a little student participation. 

As far as “easiest/most difficult,” I’d have to say that this is the hardest class I have right now, because of regular assignments and it being so early in the morning. It works more like a high school class than any of my others right now. This isn’t to say I don’t enjoy it, but it definitely adds a difficulty for me.
