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Introduction

Preservation of awe is the key to worship.  As a worship team we need to develop a culture.

Eight points which can assist in giving authentic worship.

1. Serve the Lord with gladness

Refer: Ps 100

· Gladness is a by product of joy and we should be occupied with it

· We need to put on a garment of praise

· Matt 20:28 – Service is the key

· Joy puts others at rest and it diffuses (spreads)

2. Make sure team has a vision

· Give something huge for people to follow – in particular important for young people in the team

· Get creative

· E.g. vision at Hillsongs is “to go after souls”

3. Community

· Reflects the Acts churches (Acts 4:32)

· We need to be one in heart, one in mind and with great power

· We also need to run at a reasonable pace for others to keep up so we don’t leave a trail behind.  We need to take people with us.

· Everyone in the team represents a life.  We are not there to just fill the gap.  Each of us walks through different aspects of a journey.  

· Check your leadership when things are not going right

· We cannot assume anything – teaching is key so team members learn what is right.

4. Team would have authentic lives of worship

· Lives that are authentic refers to the seen and unseen side 

· Discipleship is key

· Teach your team about what praise and worship is about

· Develop and understanding of authority, that belonging to God

· The most valuable thing is ultimately in the unseen worship

· Authentic lives herald that Jesus is alive

5. People with prayer

· Prayer is the first language and our lifeline

· We develop a life of faith by prayer

6. Excellence

· 2 Chronicles 2

· Discipline should be implemented to promote excellence

· We should not bring before God what is worthless (2 Samuel) 

· Excellence excludes showing

7. A culture of “New”

· New ways, new people and new everything

8. A culture of “Brave”

· Don’t sell out even if there’s an easier option 

· This applies in the area of creativity, communicating, gospel and in technology
