Challenging to the top students, nurturing those still climbing
In our wide outreach to the global community, our admission process allows us to receive students who are all at many different levels of English proficiency—from students at the beginners level of English as a second language, to students ready to tackle the Advanced Placement (AP) college level exams.  Fortunately the low Student/Teacher ratio within the English department, allows CSIA to maintain relatively small classes.  Through smaller classes, our teachers might more closely mentor our students.
In both the Middle School and the High School, we currently have students studying at the beginner level, intermediate level, and at the advanced level.  On the other hand, in accordance to the criteria required by the Korean Ministry of Education, all of our students are evaluated by the same assessment tools, and ranked by their respective scores, accordingly. 
In order to account for the difference between the regular program and the rigorous higher standard to which we hold the students who study at the advanced level, we have established several distinctions in our English program.  We call these distinctions by name: “Regular” English, “Honors” English, and “Accelerated” English. 

Differentiated Regular, Honors, and Accelerated English 
Regular English 
All students--Middle School and High School (on the HS Domestic Track and HS International Track)--are enrolled in Regular English.  There are three basic components in this division:  1) Literature and 2) Grammar/Composition, and 3) SAT Critical Reading.  More advanced material will be covered in Honors.  International and Domestic students may apply for Honors electives.

Honors English
*  High School: Most, if not all, students on the International track are enrolled in Honors English.  In addition to the basic three components of Regular English-- 1) World Literature, 2) Grammar/Composition, and 3) SAT Critical Reading -- students in Honors English are held to a higher standard of Critical Reading, Diction (Vocabulary Study), and familiarity with several standardized tests—including AP, Sat-II, as well as SAT-1 and TOEFL.  Students of Honors English (open to Domestic students) will cover more advanced content, with more numerous reading and writing assignments.  
*  Middle School –- (Honors English is optional)  In addition to the basic three components of Regular English--1) Literature and 2) Grammar/Composition, 3) SSAT Reading/News Articles. -- students in Honors English are held to a higher standard of Critical Reading. Students of Honors English will cover more advanced content, with more numerous reading and writing assignments. 
Accelerated English
*  High School, only --Usually students on the International track, who have completed (or, in some cases, are still preparing for) AP English--and who are doing additional, in-depth tutorials--are further distinguished as “Accelerated.”   In addition to fulfilling the monthly readings on the list of the Critical Reading program, “Accelerated” students are to enroll in a tutorial program (or independent study), and are to be held to yet a more advanced discipline of reading and writing assignments.  “Accelerated” students may already be published writers, or may be writing a novel or play—they should be preparing for, or finished with, the Spring AP-Literature or AP-Language examination. 
Middle School  Curriculum Differentiation 

That workload for MS “Honors English” (optional) will include one key component:
A monthly assessment on a novel from the supplemental, Critical-Reading list.  This assessment will constitute a separate "Honors English" Course (tutorial or Independent Study) and will be noted on the student's record as a separate elective.  The intensity of "Honors" is a level of content that is achieved mostly on an extra curricular (elective) basis.  Therein, an effort is made by the several teachers teaching the various elements of each Language Arts course to collaborate on making the percentages of our “Regular English” daily evaluation, homework, and projects to be manageable to the average student.  Honors English, will be difficult enough, for those who want to take on that extra burden.
How is this Honor’s program different from our program last year?
This year, all students in Middle School may choose Honors -- no matter one’s level of English.  Last year the honor’s program was an honorable mentions for advanced students who challenged the higher level of course content and extra Critical Reading assessments.

* Critical Reading (CR) is the main assessment of the Honor's program. 

There are 11 books that are required over the year. (These 11 books are in addition to the 4 books required in the regular class time).  This Critical Reading (CR) program exists for the purpose of fostering a habit of supplemental reading, approaching at least one extra book a month, *outside of* the English Curriculum.  But, again, CR is not mandatory for all students. The CR list for 8th grade will be announced soon.  This years CR list appears in the charts, below.
High School  Curriculum Differentiation 

No Initial Domestic and International Split in HS Freshmen Year
There will not be an initial Domestic/International split in the High School Freshmen Year. But there will be an Honors program.  Although we will place incoming students according to the results of the pre-freshmen placement tests given; students from anywhere along the spectrum of English levels may qualify for "Honors" English by applying for the extra (“Elective”) AP-level workload.  Students must register and confirm their commitment to follow-through with the rigorous regimen of this program.
That workload for “Honors English” will include:
1) Monthly assessments on AP Lit/Lang instruction, with extra papers and assignments, 
2) Weekly (extra) vocab testing (initially based on Word Smart, three times a week), and 

3) Monthly assessment on novels from the supplemental, Critical-Reading list.

Through these measures, a separate "Honors" Course (tutorial or Independent Study) will be noted on the student's record.

On the Criteria for "Honors" vs "Regular" English?
The intensity of "Honors" is a level of content that is achieved mostly on an extra-curricular (elective) basis.  Therein, an effort is made by the several teachers teaching the various elements of each Language Arts course to collaborate on making the percentages of our Daily evaluation, homework, and projects to be manageable to the average student.
Honors English, will be difficult enough, for those who want to take on that extra burden.

How is this Honor’s program different from our program last year?
Much stress will be taken off the Domestic-bound Students, compared to last year. All Freshmen may choose Honors-- no matter one’s level of English. But students challenged by English must be real-desperate or real-istic:  A strong commitment is required  to enroll in and complete the extra work load: 1) extra AP Literature and/or AP Language assessments;  2) supplemental vocabulary tests  (3 times a week) Word Smart I, II, etc... and 3)  Extra Critical Reading assessments, monthly. 
--- Additional English Supplemental Electives (towards Domestic/International)
Although we cover basic and advanced curriculum in our regular classes, we offer extra, supplementary assessments, monthly--devoted to developing specialized skills and to improving the students’ abilities to raise their proficiency levels as demonstrated by such standardized tests as AP language, and AP literature (naturally TOEFL and SAT, as well). 

--- Regular Supplementary Tests for Vocabulary Development 

(Extra credit) In addition to vocabulary covered in literature class, the source material for the supplementary vocabulary tests will be:  A progression through, Word Smart I, II  Cycles; followed by the SAT-1 list from the Barron’s new SAT-1 prep book.  Subsequently: Verbal Advantage (Further, advanced study) 

--- Critical Reading (CR) Program:  fosters a habit of reading a book a month, 
*outside of* the regular English Curriculum.  CR is not mandatory for all students, but a supplementary “elective” open to all students. The CR lists appear among the charts, below.

Honors: This supplemental assessment is not factored into the “Regular English” grade all students receive on their transcripts.  Rather, “Honors” is, again, a separate elective designation. For Middle School: The Critical Reading Monthly Assessment affords special mentions of “Honors English” in the school profile, on the student’s record, and in letters of recommendation for the student.  For High School, in addition to Critical Reading, Honors English consists of additional AP assessments and supplementary vocabulary tests.

Additional projects promoted by the English Department include, amateur film-making, and several student publications--such as the school newspaper, “The Quill,” the Middle School English magazine “Dreams Come True” and the High School English magazine, “Imaginical.” 

Communication is Key: 

In order to keep parents informed of the status of our program, and to remain responsive to the feed back of students and parents; we will meet regularly with parents:  1) at the beginning of the semester,  2) after the mid-terms and 3) after the final term exams.  To ensure the smooth execution of our program, we will invite all parents to an open forum with our department, at these times.  While we are inviting questions, comments, and suggestions at those times, we hope that parents and students will be patient in the interim, so as to avoid excessive flux to the program in progress.
Ownership : 
One of our key aims is to instill in our students a sense of ownership. “You are the owner of your Education . . .  and of this ship,” we explain to our students. “This ship is like the historic vessel that Admiral Lee Soon-Shin developed for the defense of Korea (the Turtle Ship) .  We expect our students to be mindful of the sanctity of each chair, each desk, every iota of the Cheong-Shim experience.  We encourage students to be of the primacy of content over rank, alone; to be pro-active, rather than passive learners; and to appreciate the value of teachers who are facilitators rather than mere providers of knowledge.  We seek to facilitate the students search, research, and growth—intellectual growth as well as emotional, moral, or spiritual growth.
