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Welcome to the Slammers Fall Flyball® Tournament.

The tournament is being held at the Chelsea County Fairgrounds in Chelsea, MI (see dirctions below).   Racing will be indoors on mats and will start both days at 7:30 a.m.  Measuring of dogs will be at 7:00 am and 11:00 am.  Brian Fay will be judging this years tournament with backup judging provided by Todd Morningstar. There will not be a captains meeting.  

We will be using a two-minute warm-up period that will begin at end of the preceding race.  Due to the number of races per day we will need to strongly adhere to this time allowance or we have to go to a one-minute warm-up period.
Crating will be outdoors.   Electrical will be available for $10/day.

Camping cost is $10 per night with electric hook-up and free without electricity.   The $10 is payable to any Slammers flyball team member.  Please note that if you arrive before 3 pm on Friday you will be charged an extra night per our agreement with the Chelsea County Fairgrounds!

Slammers will be hosting a BBQ on Saturday night.  We will provide the main dish, plates and plastic-ware.  Please bring your own beverages and a dish to pass.

Divisions were broken out according to your submitted times.  Each division has been assigned a breakout time 1 second faster than the top seeded team in the division.  For additional information consult NAFA rule 5.5.

Teams were divided into 4 Regular and 3 Four-breed divisions.  To see which division your team will be running in and the corresponding breakout time, please see the enclosed Division Seeding Chart.  All races will be the best 3 of 5 and division running formats are as followed:

Round Robin – Winner of the best of 5 will receive one point and the loser will receive zero points.

Elimination – The seeding is based on the round robin racing. 

Racing schedule

· Regular Division 1 – Single Round Robin to Single Elimination

· Regular Divisions 2, 3  - Single Round Robin

· Regular Division 4 – Double Round Robin to Single Elimination

· Mix 1, Mix 2, Mix 3 – Double Round Robin

Overall Placement 

For Divisions 2, 3 , Mix 1, Mix 2 and Mix 3 the placement will be determined only by Round Robin    Racing.  Points will be totaled at the end of racing and the team with the most points wins.  Ties for Divisions 2, 3, Mix1, Mix2 and Mix3 will be broken

1. head to head competition 

2. best non-breakout heat time during the tournament.

For Division 1 and Division 4 -  Each team will receive corresponding points for the placement in both the round robin and the Single elimination racing.  First place will receive one point, second will receive two points and so on.  Points will be added together then as follows:

                                   2 * Round Robin placement + Single Elimination placement = Total Points.

For example, if a team receives 2nd in the round robin and 3rd in the single elimination the Total Points would be as follows:

                        2 * 2 Points (for Round Robin)  + 3 Points (for Elimination) =  7 Total Points

The team with the lowest total score wins.  Ties for Division 1 and 4 will be broken by best non-breakout heat time during the tournament

Prizes-   In addition to  prizes for placements, we will be giving out some special awards designed by our team members and holding a perfect start contest and an early pass contest which will run the duration of the tournament.  If you would like to participate in the perfect start contest and/or the early pass contest please pick up a score card which will have the rules on the back.  Prizes for these contests along with the special awards and prizes for placements will be given out at the conclusion of the tournament.

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Directions:

 From the East-   Take I-94 West to exit 162 (Jackson Road/ Old US Highway 12)  Turn right on Old US Highway 12.  Continue about 3 miles until you cross over Main Street.  Old Manchester Road is the next road on your left.  Turn left on Old Manchest Road.  The fairground enterance is immediately on your right hand side.

From the West-  Take I-94 East to Exit 159- Chelasa/ Main Street Exit.  Go North on Main Street for 0.5 miles.  Turn Left onto Old Manchester Road.  Follow Old Manchester for another 0.5 miles until you see the fairgrounds on your left hand side.  

Note:  If you accidentially pass Old Manchester Road, continue on Main St. until Old US Highway 12.  Turn left onto Highway 12.  Mancester St.  will be the next street on your left.  Turn left.  The fairgrounds enterance will then be immediately on your right hand side.
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
