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Prior to this course, my mission statement was informal and became part of a narrative within a newsletter to parents and students.  It was never labeled as a mission statement and somewhat hidden among supply lists and classroom rules.  The most significant task within this course was the development of a mission statement.  By thinking about an actual statement labeled as such, the concept becomes more clear central to its meaning.


As a newer teacher, I never expected to have an effective or refined statement compared to veteran educators.  I found the advice and support from my fellow classmates within this course helpful in providing information needed to develop an appropriate statement.  Having an actual mission statement clearly defined for students, parents and administration becomes a valuable tool in communicating my goals for the classroom experience.
