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In terms of evaluating myself, checking for accuracy was an appropriate reminder.  I have been guilty of taking articles found online at face value and then finding them invalid later.  This lesson is invaluable for students in their search for resources.  Knowing how to decipher appropriate resources for research is an effective approach to reinforcing responsible student behavior.


Knowing more about the learning-thinking process also assists me as an educator.  Allowing students to take a detailed look at the steps/procedures during the problem-solving phase allows them to connect to the material.  I believe thinking about what you are thinking is the overall theme of the course.
