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In a few weeks, students will be introduced to the industrial revolution.  As the anticipatory set, students will view an NBC Dateline hidden investigation on restaurant cleanliness and hygiene.  Students will then be encouraged to discuss why the Food and Drug Administration was formed.  After students read the chapter, the task rotation assignment will be allocated.  


The first task includes inventing your own machine.  Students will be required to draw and label their inventions with a brief summary explaining their work.  The spatial intelligence and mastery learning style are incorporated into this assignment.


The second portion of the rotation asks the students to write why inventions were important during the industrial revolution.  They will be required to reflect upon actual inventions included in their textbooks.  The logical-mathematical and understanding style are included in this activity.


Next, students will read a narrative of a child working in the textile and meatpacking industry.  Students will then be asked to reflect upon themselves put in the same situation.  They will be required to write three journal entries describing their feelings.  The verbal-linguistic and intrapersonal intelligences and represented as well as an interpersonal learning style.


For the last task, students will answer a question based on inventions and what would have happened if they never occurred.  They would both list the positive and negative attributes associated with their answer.  A self-expressive style and verbal-linguistic intelligence are included in this assignment.


Students should respond well with this rotation.  Student participation could be a problem though when a discussion is prompted during an individual’s inferior 
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or tertiary learning style.  A facilitator’s role is imperative in this activity and student responses are the main focus.

I believe that students should not conform only to their dominant learning styles.  It is important for them to experience other methods of learning.  By segregating 

learning, we are instilling a behavior for students to accept conformity, not diversity.  I developed a lesson that would not be as intrusive for students.  They will respond more efficiently to an activity in an inferior learning style if their comfort level is not compromised.
