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IMPLEMENTATION


I decided to use PowerPoint software to present the content of the Holocaust.  Students respond well to powerful images and will be able to connect their emotions with their perceptions of the presentation.


Although the required textbook has limited information regarding the textbook, supplemental information has been provided to enhance student-learning opportunities.  There are eight slides that present the brief introduction of the Holocaust.  The slides have the same background to prevent distractions from the material.  With the black background, yellow was chosen as the color to present the text in a bold manner.


Photos represent both actual events and landmarks of the past and future.  Usually, black and whites images are viewed inefficiently with middle school students.  However, the photos appeared to bring a dramatic viewing experience for the class.  The slideshow took place on a 32” television that prevented the use of text due to limited display.  The goal for this presentation was to allow the pictures to tell the story.    The limited text provided the scenario necessary for verbal interpretation during the viewing experience.

REFLECTION


The program provided the dramatic response needed for this lesson to be successful; however, changes could be made to enhance the experience.  Music and video could provide students with a more engaging lesson.  Music banned by the Hitler regime could also add to student comprehension.  Actual video of the liberation of concentration and death camps would also lead to a more effective learning environment.  


PowerPoint is an effective approach to supplement instruction; however, I did find myself relying more upon the software rather than the discussion.  When the distinction is decided between the two approaches, a powerful perception can be acquired with PowerPoint.
