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I have always viewed technology as effective in a classroom setting; however, I did not realize the potential of some programs.  I found myself waiting to be affected while designing PowerPoint slides for students.  I began to think of myself as an audience member while designing newsletters.  Finally, I became excited about the possibilities.


Building upon my effectiveness with technology will allow me to convey information to parents, colleagues and students in a professional manner.  Knowing how to capture the audience’s attention with atheistically pleasing media is a tool that becomes necessary in communication.  


Knowing where to access resources becomes vital as well.  Using clip art, music files and video becomes hazardous if copyright infringement is involved.  Using sites that exhibit information free of the above conflict allows the user to roam within a hassle-free environment.


I have learned that by using color, sound and motion, learning and attention can be increased.  The teacher has the ability to design a presentation or lesson dramatically by using warm and cool colors.  Effective presentation allows the audience to capture information that is stressed or imperative to attain.


I know that the role of technology in my classroom has changed.  Even though I have used PowerPoint, the Internet and Microsoft Word in the past, I was not using these programs to their full potential.  By capturing new techniques, my lessons, newsletters and presentations will be more enhanced to allow a more interactive experience.
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In the future, I want to be more dramatic with my lectures.  When designing the PowerPoint assignment, I designed a slide that included a photo of a Jewish composer banned from all German music halls during the late 1930s.  Adding the music that he 

composed in the background allows the audience to make a personal connection with the person involved.  


I have come to realize that I need to focus on learning about technology I am 

utilizing in order to fully develop effective communication.
