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The lesson plan provided was implemented in my seventh grade social studies classroom.  I felt the lesson provided the motivation and enthusiasm necessary to present quality responses to the Industrial revolution.  In order to encourage students to engage in this lesson, the undercover video of fast food restaurants and health food violations provided the connection necessary for students to link prior knowledge to newer, unfamiliar concepts.  


Instead of focusing solely on the concept of necessary progression and development, examining the causes and effects of the revolution needed to be addressed.  When students assimilated into the actual characters of the experience, they began to understand the effects of progress.  They began to relate this concept to their own community and how it has evolved.


Before this activity, I rarely used stations as a method of instruction.  Prior to beginning the experience, I placed students in groups according to their learning styles so that every student would be represented within the station.  At least one student would be comfortable with the activity promoting a leadership role.  It seemed to work fairly well; however, the lack of a friend or someone students conversed with provided some obstacles in encouraging students to excel within their groups.

The benefit of this lesson/course follows the philosophy that students should not conform only to their dominant learning styles.  It is important for them to experience other methods of learning.  By segregating learning, we are instilling a behavior for students to accept conformity, not diversity.  Although some stations promoted inferior learning styles, this method seemed less intrusive than assigning a project representing my learning styles or just one.
