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This web quest was developed for my seventh grade social studies class.  The Russian revolution is a complicated topic that many of my past students struggled with.  I wanted to develop a lesson that would supplement the major concepts with a interactive activity that would provide and reinforce the relation of background knowledge to newer material.


The web quest appeared to assist in student comprehension of the revolution; however, many students needed extra time to complete the paint program assignment at the end of the hour.  Next year, more time will be scheduled to allow students to finish the assignment without the need to access home resources.


In the past, my web quests were usually scavenger hunt based.  Students could have accomplished the same tasks using a textbook or worksheet.  The realization that web quests could be much more intrigued me and provided the motivation to search for new methods of student and Internet interaction.  By having students access the information and provide an opportunity to interact with their perception made the lab experience more productive. 


I have suggested to our media education director to include web quest training opportunities for the district.  Collaborating with coworkers would allow an even more efficient development process for these lessons.
