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I felt that the introductory assignment presented to students provided the “hook” necessary to encourage their motivation.  When they witnessed the stories of citizens their age engaged in life-saving scenarios, they began to realize the potential within themselves.  The concept of training to become a first responder gives the students encouragement; however, the interviews and stories of actual events provide a reality.


I do feel that the public service announcement (PSA) provided be students previously would be more effective.  By observing their peers within the building perform these skills, I believe a stronger connection could be accomplished.  Next year, I will use footage from the safety night as well as the student-directed PSA to supplement the scenarios viewed previously.


The efficient concept behind this project exists between student learning styles.  Many student preferences are displayed in the options of producing the PSA, as well as other areas of the project.  Students will be appropriately represented based upon their learning styles and preferences.  


The idea that a middle school child could actively participate in society by contributing life-saving skills definitely provides purpose for my students.  The yearly contributions from each class will support the culminating approach that will make the necessary connection with our community.
