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Hopefully you were paying attention during the trench warfare simulation and foot soldier program.  Now, you will enter yet another simulation where you and your group will participate in an auction to acquire the best possible technology for your country before entering WWI. This activity serves as a review covering the past week when it comes to the types of technology available at the turn of the century.

Your country is displayed by the flag above your row.  Will Great Britain be able to hold the most powerful technology or will the Germans be able to be the best?  The outcome is up to you.

There are various roles that need to be assigned within your group.  Assign your group members into the positions below.  When you are assigned a role, circle the position below.  
LEADER – Responsible for the final decisions
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COUNTRY FINANCIAL OFFICER – Keeps track of the money received

A BIDDER – Will make the bids necessary during the auction (can be played by leader if only four group members are present)
MILITARY OFFICER – Will keep a tally of the weapons they acquire during the auction
ACCOUNTANT – Will tally up the entire points of the country when the simulation ends
The entire group will take place in the decision-making process

Also, two students from the class are asked to volunteer - one that is very organized and one that likes money! They will help the teacher run the auction, keeping track of money and collecting the bids.

AUCTION RULES:
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The "Banker" and "Collector" distribute funds to the countries. With six (6) groups, 

$35000 is given to each country.  I piece of Monopoly money will represent $1000 (you should receive 36 pieces)

The teacher will outline weapons of choice and provide brief description on an overhead.
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Group members plan their purchase strategy before each bidding takes place on the item called for bidding (what they want to buy, how many - maximum of six in each category, how much they are willing to spend).

The auction will be silent…meaning, you will write down how much you are willing to spend for the item and how many you would like.  The collector will pick up the bids where they will be read by the teacher/auctioneer.  Let the bidding begin!!!

Those who present the highest amount of money for the number of weapons wanted, win the bid.

Collector should keep track of what countries purchased (which weapons & number of weapons), as well as each group.

The banker collects money after each purchase of the bidding.

The teacher keeps track of the number of weapons purchased overall during bidding on overhead to make sure only six are sold.

Bidding stops when all the weapons are gone.

Once the bidding is finished, the teacher will show the overhead of the Arms Auction Points 
and student tallies the group's purchases.

The country with the most points wins the war (and a prize)!!!
